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The Wikimedia Foundation, Inc. (WMF) is an American 501(c)(3) nonprofit organization headquartered in
San Francisco, California, and registered there as a charitable foundation. It is the host of Wikipedia, the
tenth most visited website in the world. It also hosts fourteen related open collaboration projects, and
supports the development of MediaWiki, the wiki software which underpins them all. The foundation was
established in 2003 in St. Petersburg, Florida by Jimmy Wales, as a non-profit way to fund Wikipedia and
other wiki projects which had previously been hosted by Bomis, Wales' for-profit company.

The Wikimedia Foundation provides the technical and organizational infrastructure to enable members of the
public to develop wiki-based content in languages across the world. The foundation does not write or curate
any of the content on the projects themselves. Instead, this is done by volunteer editors, such as the
Wikipedians. However, it does collaborate with a network of individual volunteers and affiliated
organizations, such as Wikimedia chapters, thematic organizations, user groups and other partners.

The foundation finances itself mainly through millions of small donations from readers and editors, collected
through email campaigns and annual fundraising banners placed on Wikipedia and its sister projects. These
are complemented by grants from philanthropic organizations and tech companies, and starting in 2022, by
services income from Wikimedia Enterprise. As of 2023, it has employed over 700 staff and contractors, with
net assets of $255 million and an endowment which has surpassed $100 million.
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The Foundation series is a science fiction novel series written by American author Isaac Asimov. First
published as a series of short stories and novellas in 1942–1950, and subsequently in three novels in
1951–1953, for nearly thirty years the series was widely known as The Foundation Trilogy: Foundation
(1951), Foundation and Empire (1952), and Second Foundation (1953). It won the one-time Hugo Award for
"Best All-Time Series" in 1966. Asimov later added new volumes, with two sequels, Foundation's Edge
(1982) and Foundation and Earth (1986), and two prequels, Prelude to Foundation (1988) and Forward the
Foundation (1993).

The premise of the stories is that in the waning days of a future Galactic Empire, the mathematician Hari
Seldon devises the theory of psychohistory, a new and effective mathematics of sociology. Using statistical
laws of mass action, it can predict the future of large populations. Seldon foresees the imminent fall of the
Empire, which encompasses the entire Milky Way, and a dark age lasting 30,000 years before a second
empire arises. Although the momentum of the Empire's fall is too great to stop, Seldon devises a plan by
which "the onrushing mass of events must be deflected just a little" to eventually limit this interregnum to



just one thousand years. The novels describe some of the dramatic events of those years as they are shaped by
the underlying political and social mechanics of Seldon's Plan.

Digital object identifier

A digital object identifier (DOI) is a persistent identifier or handle used to uniquely identify various objects,
standardized by the International Organization for Standardization (ISO). DOIs are an implementation of the
Handle System; they also fit within the URI system (Uniform Resource Identifier). They are widely used to
identify academic, professional, and government information, such as journal articles, research reports, data
sets, and official publications.

A DOI aims to resolve to its target, the information object to which the DOI refers. This is achieved by
binding the DOI to metadata about the object, such as a URL where the object is located. Thus, by being
actionable and interoperable, a DOI differs from ISBNs or ISRCs which are identifiers only. The DOI system
uses the indecs Content Model to represent metadata.

The DOI for a document remains fixed over the lifetime of the document, whereas its location and other
metadata may change. Referring to an online document by its DOI should provide a more stable link than
directly using its URL. But if its URL changes, the publisher must update the metadata for the DOI to
maintain the link to the URL. It is the publisher's responsibility to update the DOI database. If they fail to do
so, the DOI resolves to a dead link, leaving the DOI useless.

The developer and administrator of the DOI system is the International DOI Foundation (IDF), which
introduced it in 2000. Organizations that meet the contractual obligations of the DOI system and are willing
to pay to become a member of the system can assign DOIs. The DOI system is implemented through a
federation of registration agencies coordinated by the IDF. The cumulative number of DOIs has increased
exponentially over time, from 50 million registrations in 2011 to 391 million in 2025. The rate of registering
organizations ("members") has also increased over time from 4,000 in 2011 to 9,500 in 2013, but the
federated nature of the system means it is not immediately clear how many members there are in total today.
Fake registries have even appeared.
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The Mule is a fictional character in the Foundation series by Isaac Asimov. First appearing in the 1945
novella "The Mule", he is a mutant and telepath who seizes control of the galaxy as a dictator after the fall of
the Galactic Empire. Though he conquers the Foundation, his obsession with destroying the Second
Foundation proves to be his undoing in the 1948 novella "Now You See It...".

The Mule is voiced by Wolfe Morris in the 1973 BBC Radio 4 adaptation The Foundation Trilogy. He is
portrayed by Mikael Persbrandt in season two of the 2021 Apple TV+ television series adaptation
Foundation, and will be played by Pilou Asbæk in season three.
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Foundation is an American science fiction television series created by David S. Goyer and Josh Friedman for
Apple TV+, based on the Foundation series of stories by Isaac Asimov. It features an ensemble cast led by
Jared Harris, Lee Pace, Lou Llobell and Leah Harvey. The series premiered on September 24, 2021. In
October 2021, Foundation was renewed for a second season, which premiered on July 14, 2023. In December
2023, the series was renewed for a third season, which premiered on July 11, 2025.
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The Heritage Foundation (or simply Heritage) is an American right-wing think tank based in Washington,
D.C. Founded in 1973, it took a leading role in the conservative movement in the 1980s during the
presidency of Ronald Reagan, whose policies were taken from Heritage Foundation studies, including its
Mandate for Leadership.

The Heritage Foundation has had significant influence in U.S. public policy making, and has historically
been ranked among the most influential public policy organizations in the United States. In 2010, it founded
a sister organization, Heritage Action, an influential activist force in conservative and Republican politics.

Heritage leads Project 2025, also known as the 2025 Presidential Transition Project, an extensive plan that
includes appointing ideologically aligned civil servants, restricting abortion access, opposing LGBTQ+
rights, transforming federal agencies for political purposes, and imposing strict immigration policies.
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Foundation stock or foundation bloodstock refers to animals that are the progenitors, or foundation, of a
breed or of a given bloodline within such. Many modern breeds can be traced to specific, named foundation
animals, but a group of animals may be referred to collectively as foundation bloodstock when one distinct
population (including both landrace breeds or a group of animals linked to a deliberate and specific selective
breeding program) provides part of the underlying genetic base for a new distinct population.
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The SCP Foundation is a fictional organization featured in stories created by contributors on the SCP Wiki, a
wiki-based collaborative writing project. Within the project's shared fictional universe, the SCP Foundation is
a secret organization that is responsible for capturing, containing, and studying various paranormal,
supernatural, and other mysterious phenomena (known as "anomalies" or "SCPs"), while also keeping their
existence hidden from the rest of society.

The collaborative writing project includes elements of many genres such as horror, science fiction, and urban
fantasy. The majority of works on the SCP Wiki consist of thousands of SCP files: mock confidential
scientific reports that document various SCPs and associated containment procedures. The website also
contains "Foundation Tales", short stories featuring various characters and settings in the SCP universe. The
wiki's literary works have been praised for their ability to convey horror through a quasi-scientific and
academic writing style, as well as for their high standards of quality.
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The SCP universe has inspired numerous fan-made adaptations in varying forms of media, including
literature, music, short films, and video games.
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Lionel Andrés "Leo" Messi (Spanish pronunciation: [ljo?nel an?d?es ?mesi] ; born 24 June 1987) is an
Argentine professional footballer who plays as a forward for and captains both Major League Soccer club
Inter Miami and the Argentina national team. Widely regarded as one of the greatest players in history, Messi
has set numerous records for individual accolades won throughout his professional footballing career,
including eight Ballons d'Or, six European Golden Shoes, and eight times being named the world's best
player by FIFA. In 2025, he was named the All Time Men's World Best Player by the IFFHS. He is the most
decorated player in the history of professional football having won 45 team trophies. Messi's records include
most goals in a calendar year (91), most goals for a single club (672 for Barcelona), most goals in La Liga
(474), most goal contributions in the FIFA World Cup (21), and most goal contributions in the Copa América
(32). A prolific goalscorer and creative playmaker, Messi has scored more than 870 senior career goals and
has provided more than 380 assists for club and country.

Messi made his competitive debut for Barcelona at age 17 in October 2004. He gradually established himself
as an integral player for the club, and during his first uninterrupted season at age 22 in 2008–09 he helped
Barcelona achieve the first treble in Spanish football. This resulted in Messi winning the first of four
consecutive Ballon d'Ors, and by the 2011–12 season he set the European record for most goals in a season
and established himself as Barcelona's all-time top scorer. During the 2014–15 campaign, where he became
the all-time top scorer in La Liga, he led Barcelona to a historic second treble, leading to a fifth Ballon d'Or
in 2015. He assumed Barcelona's captaincy in 2018 and won a record sixth Ballon d'Or in 2019. At
Barcelona, Messi won a club-record 34 trophies, including ten La Liga titles and four Champions Leagues,
among others. Financial difficulties at Barcelona led to Messi signing with French club Paris Saint-Germain
in August 2021, where he won the Ligue 1 title during both of his seasons there. He joined MLS club Inter
Miami in July 2023.

An Argentine international, Messi is the national team's all-time leading goalscorer and most-capped player.
Several years after his senior debut in 2005, he won the gold medal at the 2008 Summer Olympics.
Assuming captaincy in 2011, he led Argentina to three consecutive finals in the 2014 World Cup, the 2015
Copa América and the Copa América Centenario, all of which they would lose. After initially announcing his
international retirement in 2016, he returned to help his country narrowly qualify for the 2018 World Cup.
Messi was central to ending Argentina's 28-year trophy drought by winning the 2021 Copa América, which
helped him secure his seventh Ballon d'Or that year. In the following year, he led Argentina to winning the
2022 World Cup, the country's first in 36 years. This followed with a record-extending eighth Ballon d'Or in
2023. Messi was victorious at the 2024 Copa América, his third major international title.

Messi has endorsed sportswear company Adidas since 2006. According to France Football, he was the
world's highest-paid footballer for five years out of six between 2009 and 2014, and was ranked the world's
highest-paid athlete by Forbes in 2019 and 2022. Messi was among Time's 100 most influential people in the
world in 2011, 2012, and 2023. In 2020 and 2023, he was named the Laureus World Sportsman of the Year,
the first team-sport athlete to win it. In 2020, Messi was named to the Ballon d'Or Dream Team and became
the second footballer and second team-sport athlete to surpass $1 billion in career earnings. Following his
arrival and impact on football in the US, Messi was named Time's Athlete of the Year in 2023, and was
bestowed with the Presidential Medal of Freedom by US president Joe Biden in 2025.
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
