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A wedding is a ceremony in which two people are united in marriage. Wedding traditions and customs vary
greatly between cultures, ethnicities, races, religions, denominations, countries, social classes, and sexual
orientations. Most wedding ceremonies involve an exchange of marriage vows by a couple; a presentation of
a gift (e.g., an offering, rings, a symbolic item, flowers, money, or a dress); and a public proclamation of
marriage by an authority figure or celebrant. Special wedding garments are often worn, and the ceremony is
sometimes followed by a wedding reception. Music, poetry, prayers, or readings from religious texts or
literature are also commonly incorporated into the ceremony, as well as superstitious customs.
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A wedding anniversary is the anniversary of the date that a wedding took place. Couples often mark the
occasion by celebrating their relationship, either privately or with a larger party. Special celebrations and
gifts are often given for particular anniversary milestones (e.g., 25, 40, 50, 60, or 70 years). In some cultures,
traditional names exist for milestone anniversaries; for instance, fifty years of marriage may be known
variously as a "golden wedding anniversary", "golden anniversary" or "golden wedding".

24th in the event. On 6 March 2025, Wedding was added to the FBI Ten Most Wanted Fugitives list.
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The wedding of Anant Ambani and Radhika Merchant was a 6-day event that took place from 12 July 2024
until the 30 July 2024 in the city of Mumbai, India at the Antilia building and Jio Convention Center. The
groom was the son of Indian businessman Mukesh Ambani, the richest man in Asia, and Nita Ambani.
Mukesh Ambani is the chairman and managing director of Reliance Industries, while the bride is the
daughter of Viren Kumar Merchant, the CEO of a healthcare company.

The wedding was described as India's "wedding of the year" and "India's own royal wedding". The New
York Times described it as introducing "the world to [India]'s Gilded Age". Estimates for the wedding's cost
range from $600 million to $1 billion, leading to sharp criticism of wealth inequality in India.
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Four Weddings and a Funeral is a 1994 British romantic comedy film directed by Mike Newell. It is the first
of several films by screenwriter Richard Curtis to star Hugh Grant, and follows the adventures of Charles
(Grant) and his circle of friends through a number of social occasions as they each encounter romance. Andie

The film was made in six weeks, cost under £3 million, and became an unexpected success and the highest-
grossing British film in history at the time, with a worldwide box office total of $245.7 million, and received
Academy Award nominations for Best Picture and Best Original Screenplay. Additionally, Grant won the
Golden Globe Award for Best Actor – Motion Picture Musical or Comedy and the BAFTA Award for Best
Actor in a Leading Role, and the film won the BAFTA Awards' Best Film, Best Direction, and Best Actress
in a Supporting Role for Scott Thomas. The film's success propelled Hugh Grant to international stardom,
particularly in the United States.

In 1999, Four Weddings and a Funeral was placed 23rd on the British Film Institute's 100 greatest British
films of the 20th century. In 2016, Empire magazine ranked it 21st in their list of the 100 best British films.
A 2017 poll of 150 actors, directors, writers, producers and critics for Time Out magazine ranked it the 74th-
best British film ever.

Curtis reunited director Newell and the surviving cast for a 25th-anniversary reunion Comic Relief short
entitled One Red Nose Day and a Wedding, which aired in the UK during Red Nose Day on 15 March 2019.

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My Big Fat Greek Wedding is a 2002 romantic comedy film directed by Joel Zwick and written by Nia
Vardalos. The film stars Vardalos, John Corbett, Lainie Kazan, Michael Constantine, Gia Carides, Louis
Mandylor, Andrea Martin, and Joey Fatone. It follows a young Greek-American woman who falls in love
with a non-Greek and struggles to get her family to accept him while she comes to terms with her heritage
and cultural identity.
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An international co-production between the United States and Canada, the film premiered at the American
Film Market on February 22, 2002, and was theatrically released in the United States on April 19, 2002, by
IFC Films. It received positive reviews from critics and was a box office success, grossing $368.7 million
worldwide against its $5 million budget, becoming the ninth-highest-grossing film of 2002. It was nominated
for Best Original Screenplay at the 75th Academy Awards and for Best Motion Picture – Musical or Comedy
and Best Actress in a Motion Picture – Musical or Comedy for Vardalos at the 60th Golden Globe Awards.

The film spawned a franchise, which inspired the 2003 sitcom My Big Fat Greek Life and the 2016 sequel
My Big Fat Greek Wedding 2. A third film, titled My Big Fat Greek Wedding 3, was released in theaters on
September 8, 2023.
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"The Wedding" is the sixth episode of the fourth season of the American mockumentary comedy horror
television series What We Do in the Shadows, set in the franchise of the same name. It is the 36th overall
episode of the series and was written by executive producer Sam Johnson, producer Sarah Naftalis, co-
executive producer Marika Sawyer, and executive producer Paul Simms, and directed by Tig Fong.

The film, which stars
Toni Collette, Bill Hunter and Rachel Griffiths, focuses on the socially awkward Muriel whose ambition is to
have a glamorous wedding and improve her personal life by moving from her dead-end hometown, the
fictional Porpoise Spit, to Sydney.

The film premiered at the 1994 Cannes Film Festival and was released in Australia on 29 September 1994. It
received positive reviews and earned multiple award nominations, including a Golden Globe Award
nomination for Best Actress in a Motion Picture – Musical or Comedy (Collette).
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
