Most of the French vocabulary in English entered the language after the Norman Conquest in
1066. Old French, specifically the Old Norman dialect, became the language of the new Anglo-Norman
court, the government, and the elites. That period lasted for several centuries through the Hundred Y ears
War (1337-1453). However, English has continued to be influenced by French. Estimates of the proportion
of English vocabulary that originates from French range from one third to two thirds.
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The Oxford English Dictionary (OED) is the principal historical dictionary of the English language,
published by Oxford University Press (OUP), a University of Oxford publishing house. The dictionary,
which published itsfirst edition in 1884, traces the historical development of the English language, providing
a comprehensive resource to scholars and academic researchers, and provides ongoing descriptions of
English language usage in its variations around the world.

In 1857, work first began on the dictionary, though the first edition was not published until 1884. It began to
be published in unbound fascicles as work continued on the project, under the name of A New English
Dictionary on Historical Principles, Founded Mainly on the Materials Collected by The Philological Society.
In 1895, the title The Oxford English Dictionary was first used unofficially on the covers of the series, and in
1928 the full dictionary was republished in 10 bound volumes.

In 1933, thetitle The Oxford English Dictionary fully replaced the former namein al occurrencesin its
reprinting as 12 volumes with a one-volume supplement. More supplements came over the years until 1989,
when the second edition was published, comprising 21,728 pagesin 20 volumes. Since 2000, compilation of
athird edition of the dictionary has been underway, approximately half of which was complete by 2018.

In 1988, the first electronic version of the dictionary was made available, and the online version has been
available since 2000. By April 2014, it was receiving over two million visits per month. The third edition of
the dictionary is expected to be available exclusively in electronic form; the CEO of OUP has stated that it is
unlikely that it will ever be printed.

Modern English is written with a Latin-script aphabet consisting of 26 letters, with each having both
uppercase and lowercase forms. The word al phabet is a compound of alpha and beta, the names of the first
two lettersin the Greek aphabet. The earliest Old English writing during the 5th century used arunic
alphabet known as the futhorc. The Old English Latin alphabet was adopted from the 7th century
onward—and over the following centuries, various letters entered and fell out of use. By the 16th century, the
present set of 26 letters had largely stabilised:

There are 5 vowel letters and 19 consonant letters—aswell as Y and W, which may function as either type.

Written English has alarge number of digraphs, such as ?ch?, ?ea?, ?00?, ?sh?, and %th?. Diacritics are
generally not used to write native English words, which is unusual among orthographies used to write the
languages of Europe.

Coallins English Dictionary
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The Coallins English Dictionary is a printed and online dictionary of English. It is published by HarperCollins
in Glasgow. It wasfirst published in 1979.
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Despite the various English dialects spoken from country to country and within different regions of the same
country, there are only slight regional variations in English orthography, the two most notable variations
being British and American spelling. Many of the differences between American and British or
Commonwealth English date back to atime before spelling standards were devel oped. For instance, some
spellings seen as"American” today were once commonly used in Britain, and some spellings seen as
"British" were once commonly used in the United States.

A "British standard" began to emerge following the 1755 publication of Samuel Johnson's A Dictionary of
the English Language, and an "American standard” started following the work of Noah Webster and, in
particular, his An American Dictionary of the English Language, first published in 1828. Webster's efforts at
spelling reform were effective in his native country, resulting in certain well-known patterns of spelling



differences between the American and British varieties of English. However, English-language spelling
reform has rarely been adopted otherwise. As aresult, modern English orthography varies only minimally
between countries and is far from phonemic in any country.
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English number words include numerals and various words derived from them, as well as alarge number of
words borrowed from other languages.
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O novo guia da conversacdo em portuguez e inglez, commonly known by the name English as She |s Spoke,
is a 19th-century book written by Pedro Carolino, with some editions crediting José da Fonseca as a co-
author. It was intended as a Portuguese—English conversational guide or phrase book. However, because the
provided trandations are usually inaccurate or unidiomatic, it is regarded as a classic source of unintentional
humour in tranglation.

The humour largely arises from Carolino's indiscriminate use of literal trandation, which has led to many
idiomatic expressions being translated ineptly. For example, Carolino translates the Portuguese phrase chover
acantarosas "raining in jars', when an analogous English idiom is available in the form of "raining buckets".

It iswidely believed that Carolino could not speak English and that a French—English dictionary was used to
trandate an earlier Portuguese—French phrase book O novo guia da conversacdo em francés e portugués,
written by José da Fonseca. Carolino likely added Fonseca's name to the book, without his permission, in an
attempt to give it some credibility. The Portuguese—French phrase book is apparently a competent work,
without the defects that characterize the Portuguese—English one.

The title English as She I's Spoke was given to the book in its 1883 republication, but the phrase does not
appear in the original phrasebook, nor does the word "spoke”.

English language
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English isaWest Germanic language that emerged in early medieval England and has since become a global
lingua franca. The namesake of the language is the Angles, one of the Germanic peoples that migrated to
Britain after its Roman occupiers left. English is the most spoken language in the world, primarily due to the
global influences of the former British Empire (succeeded by the Commonwealth of Nations) and the United
States. It isthe most widely learned second language in the world, with more second-language speakers than
native speakers. However, English is only the third-most spoken native language, after Mandarin Chinese
and Spanish.

Then,
Middle English borrowed vocabulary extensively from French dialects, which are the source of
approximately 28 percent of Modern English words, and from Latin, which is the source of an additional 28
percent. While Latin and the Romance languages are thus the source for amgjority of itslexicon taken asa
whole, English grammar and phonology retain a family resemblance with the Germanic languages, and most
of its basic everyday vocabulary remains Germanic in origin. English exists on a dialect continuum with
Scots; it is next-most closely related to Low Saxon and Frisian.
