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"Darkness, Darkness" is a song written by Jesse Colin Young in 1969, which has been covered by many
artists. Young's band The Youngbloods released a version on their 1969 album Elephant Mountain. They
released a version of the song as a single twice: in 1969, which reached #124 on the Billboard chart, and in
1970, which reached #86 on the chart.

Robert Plant released a version of the song as a single in 2002 that reached #27 on the rock chart. It was
featured on his 2002 album Dreamland.
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Heart of Darkness is an 1899 novella by Polish-British novelist Joseph Conrad in which the sailor Charles
Marlow tells his listeners the story of his assignment as steamer captain for a Belgian company in the African
interior. The novel is widely regarded as a critique of European colonial rule in Africa, whilst also examining
the themes of power dynamics and morality. Although Conrad does not name the river on which most of the
narrative takes place, at the time of writing, the Congo Free State—the location of the large and economically
important Congo River—was a private colony of Belgium's King Leopold II. Marlow is given an assignment
to find Kurtz, an ivory trader working on a trading station far up the river, who has "gone native" and is the
object of Marlow's expedition.

Central to Conrad's work is the idea that there is little difference between "civilised people" and "savages".
Heart of Darkness implicitly comments on imperialism and racism. The novella's setting provides the frame
for Marlow's story of his fascination for the prolific ivory trader Kurtz. Conrad draws parallels between
London ("the greatest town on earth") and Africa as places of darkness.

Originally issued as a three-part serial story in Blackwood's Magazine to celebrate the 1000th edition of the
magazine, Heart of Darkness has been widely republished and translated in many languages. It provided the
inspiration for Francis Ford Coppola's 1979 film Apocalypse Now. In 1998, the Modern Library ranked
Heart of Darkness 67th on their list of the 100 best novels in English of the 20th century.
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Kurtz is a fictional character in Joseph Conrad's 1899 novella Heart of Darkness. A European ivory trader in
Central Africa and commander of a trading post, he monopolizes his position as a demigod among native
Africans. Kurtz meets with the novella's protagonist, Charles Marlow, who returns him to the coast via
steamboat. Kurtz, whose reputation precedes him, impresses Marlow strongly, and during the return journey,
Marlow is witness to Kurtz's final moments.

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Edge of Darkness is a British television drama serial produced by BBC Television in association with
Lionheart Television International and originally broadcast in six 50 to 55-minute episodes in late 1985. A
mixture of crime drama and political thriller, it revolves around the efforts of widowed policeman Ronald
Craven (played by Bob Peck) to unravel the truth behind the murder of his daughter Emma (played by Joanne
Whalley). Craven's investigations soon lead him into a murky world of government and corporate cover-ups
and nuclear espionage, pitting him against dark forces that threaten the future of life on Earth.

Writer Troy Kennedy Martin was greatly influenced by the political climate of the time, dominated by the
Thatcher government, and the aura of secrecy surrounding the nuclear industry – and by the implications of
the Gaia hypothesis of environmentalist James Lovelock; these combined to him writing a thriller that
mingled real world concerns with mythic and mystical elements. Kennedy Martin's original ending was more
fantastic than that eventually used in the finished serial: he had proposed that Craven would turn into a tree
but this was vetoed by members of the cast and crew.

First broadcast on BBC2, Edge of Darkness was met with such widespread critical acclaim that within days it
had earned a repeat on BBC1. Winner of several prestigious awards, it remains highly regarded, often cited
as one of the best and most influential pieces of British television drama. The series' director, Martin
Campbell, filmed a remake, released in January 2010, starring Mel Gibson and set in the United States.
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
