Bob Marley: One Love premiered at the Carib 5 in Kingston, Jamaica, on January 23, 2024, and was released
in the United States by Paramount Pictures on February 14, 2024. It received mixed reviews from critics and
grossed $180 million worldwide.
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Alfarita Constantia Marley (née Anderson; born 25 July 1946) is a Jamaican reggae singer. Sheis the widow
of reggae musician Bob Marley. Along with Marcia Griffiths and Judy Mowaitt, Rita was a member of the
reggae vocal group the | Threes, and the backing vocalists for Bob Marley and the Wailers.
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Most of Bob Marley's early music was recorded with Peter Tosh and Bunny Wailer, who together with
Marley were the most prominent members of the Wailers. In 1972, the Wailers had their first hit outside
Jamai ca when Johnny Nash covered their song "Stir It Up", which became a UK hit. The 1973 album Catch a
Fire was released worldwide, and sold well. It was followed by Burnin', which included the song "I Shot the
Sheriff". Eric Clapton's cover of the song became a hit in 1974.

Bob Marley proceeded with Bob Marley and the Wailers, which included the Wailers Band and the | Threes.
In 1975, he had hisfirst own hit outside Jamaica with "No Woman, No Cry", from the Live! album. His
subsequent albums, including Rastaman Vibration, Exodus, Kaya, Survival and the last album released
during hislifetime, Uprising, were big international sellers. Between 1991 and 2007 Bob Marley and the
Wailers sold in excess of 21 million records. These statistics did not begin to be collected until ten years after
his death.

The Roots Reggae Library has created an overview of the music released by the Wailers prior to their
contract with the Island Records label. This overview lists all the Wailers' songs known to have been released
during that period, filled into six ska albums and 11 rocksteady albums.
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Robert Nesta Marley (6 February 1945 — 11 May 1981) was a Jamaican singer, songwriter, and guitarist.
Considered one of the pioneers of reggae, he fused elements of reggae, ska and rocksteady and was renowned
for his distinctive vocal and songwriting style. Marley increased the visibility of Jamaican music worldwide
and became a global figure in popular culture. He became known as a Rastafarian icon, and he infused his
music with a sense of spirituality. Marley is also considered aglobal symbol of Jamaican music and culture
and identity and was controversia in his outspoken support for democratic social reforms. Marley also
supported the legalisation of cannabis and advocated for Pan-Africanism.

Bornin Nine Mile, Jamaica, Marley began his career in 1963, after forming the group Teenagers with Peter
Tosh and Bunny Wailer, which became the Wailers. In 1965, they released their debut studio album, The
Wailing Wailers, which included the single "One Love", areworking of "People Get Ready". It was popular
worldwide and established the group as arising figure in reggae. The Wailers released 11 more studio
albums, and after signing to Island Records, changed their name to Bob Marley and the Wailers. While
initially employing louder instrumentation and singing, they began engaging in rhythmic-based song
construction in the late 1960s and early 1970s, which coincided with Marley's conversion to Rastafari.
Around thistime, Marley relocated to London, and the group embodied their musical shift with the release of
the album The Best of The Wailers (1971).

Bob Marley and the Wailers began to gain international attention after signing to Island and touring in
support of the albums Catch a Fire and Burnin' (both 1973). Following their disbandment ayear later, Marley
carried on under the band's name. The album Natty Dread (1974) received positive reviews. In 1975,
following the global popularity of Eric Clapton’'s version of Marley's"| Shot the Sheriff", Marley had his
international breakthrough with hisfirst hit outside Jamaica, alive version of "No Woman, No Cry", from the
Live! album. Thiswas followed by his breakthrough album in the United States, Rastaman Vibration (1976),
which reached the Top 50 of the Billboard Soul Charts. A few months later, Marley survived an assassination
attempt at his home in Jamaica, which was believed to be politically motivated. He permanently relocated to
L ondon, where he recorded the album Exodus, which incorporated elements of blues, soul, and British rock
and had commercia and critical success. In 1977, Marley was diagnosed with acral lentiginous melanoma;
he died in May 1981, shortly after baptism into the Ethiopian Orthodox Church. Fans around the world
expressed their grief, and he received a state funeral in Jamaica.

The greatest hits album Legend was released in 1984 and became the best-selling reggae album of al time.
Marley also ranks as one of the best-selling music artists of all time, with estimated sales of more than 75
million records worldwide. He was posthumously honoured by his country Jamaica soon after his death with
adesignated Order of Merit. In 1994, Marley was posthumously inducted into the Rock and Roll Hall of
Fame. Rolling Stone ranked him No. 11 on itslist of the 100 Greatest Artists of All Time. and No. 98 on its
list of the 200 Greatest Singers of All Time. His other achievements include a Grammy Lifetime
Achievement Award, a star on the Hollywood Walk of Fame, and induction into the Black Music &
Entertainment Walk of Fame.
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CedellaMarley Minto (born 23 August 1967) is a Jamaican singer. She is the daughter of reggae singers Bob
Marley and Rita Marley and the mother of Skip Marley. She wasin the group Ziggy Marley and the Melody
Makers along with her siblings. With the group, she has won three Grammy Awards.
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Fabian Marley (born 27 July 1968) is a Jamaican who was best known for his claim that Bob Marley was his
father. These claims later proved to be false using DNA analysis. At the age of 12, Fabian and his mother
relocated to Eastern Kingston, Jamaica. His first encounter with the music was with the Rainbow Band.
While playing with the band he began working with The Skatalites. He garnered his style of music from
mentors, Johnny Moore, Roland Alphanso, and other members from the band. After mastering the harmonica
he then acquired piano skills and then later learned how to play the guitar.
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On December 3, 1976, seven armed men raided the residence of reggae musician Bob Marley in Kingston,
Jamaica, two days before Marley was to stage a concert in an attempt to quell recent violence. Politicians
from across the political spectrum hoped to capitalize on Marley's support. While Marley remained neutral,
many viewed him as tacitly supporting the prime minister Michael Manley and his democratic socialist
People's National Party (PNP). Marley and four others were shot, but all survived.
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Bob Marley and the Wailers (previously known as the Wailers and prior to that the Wailing Rudeboys, the
Wailing Wailers and the Teenagers) were a Jamaican ska, rocksteady and reggae band. The founding
members, in 1963, were Bob Marley (Robert Nesta Marley), Peter Tosh (Winston Hubert Mclntosh), and
Bunny Wailer (Neville Livingston).

During 1970 and 1971, Wailer, Marley and Tosh worked with renowned reggae producers L eslie Kong and
Lee "Scratch” Perry.

Before signing to Island Records in 1972, the band released four albums. Two additional albums were
produced before Tosh and Wailer departed from the band in 1974, citing dissatisfaction with their treatment
by the label and ideological disagreements. Marley continued with a new lineup, which included the I-
Threes, and went on to release seven more albums. Marley died from cancer in 1981, at which point the
group disbanded.

The Wailers were a groundbreaking ska and reggae group, noted for songs such as " Simmer Down",
"Trenchtown Rock", "Nice Time", "War", "Stir It Up" and "Get Up, Stand Up".
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Rohan Anthony Marley (born 19 May 1972) is a Jamaican businessman and former football player. Heisthe
son of reggae artist Bob Marley, and the father of Zion Marley, model Selah Marley, reggae artist YG
Marley, and former American football player Nico Marley.
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Selah Louise Marley (born November 12, 1998) is an American model and singer. She is the daughter of
singer/rapper Lauryn Hill and former football player Rohan Marley and a granddaughter of late reggae
musician Bob Marley. She has walked the runway for Chanel and served as a brand ambassador for the
Chanel Chance fragrance. Marley has also acted as a muse for Dior's beauty line and starred in campaigns for
Calvin Klen, Telfar and Michael Kors.

Her work has earned her featuresin American Vogue and CR Fashion Book, along with cover appearances
for Wonderland, UK Sunday Times, and L'Uomo Vogue. In 2017, she was named to the Maxim Hot 100 list.
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
