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Barney & Friends is an American children's television series created by Sheryl Leach targeted at children
ages two to five. The flagship production of the Barney franchise, it originally aired on PBS under the PBS
Kids brand from April 6, 1992 to November 2, 2010, although new videos were still released on various
dates after the last episode aired. It features and stars Barney, an anthropomorphic purple Tyrannosaurus rex
who conveys educational messages through songs and small dance routines with a friendly, huggable and
optimistic attitude. Reruns aired on Sprout from 2005 to 2015, and from December 17, 2018 to January 25,
2020 on Sprout's successor network, Universal Kids, until the latter's closure on March 6, 2025. On October
6, 2015, the series was initially renewed for revival with a new season to premiere in 2017, but that never
came to fruition. A CGI-animated series aired on Cartoon Network's Cartoonito on October 18, 2024, and
streamed on Max on October 14, 2024.

While popular with its intended audience, Barney & Friends drew severe negative reaction from adults, who
mocked the title character in popular culture through song parodies and comedy routines such as being beaten
up by NBA star Charles Barkley on a Saturday Night Live episode.
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Jurassic Park, later also referred to as Jurassic World, is an American science fiction media franchise. It
focuses on the cloning of prehistoric animals (mainly non-avian dinosaurs) through ancient DNA extracted
from mosquitoes that have been fossilized in amber. The franchise explores the ethics of cloning and genetic
engineering and the morals behind de-extinction, commercialization of science, and animal cruelty.

The franchise began in 1990 with the release of Michael Crichton's novel Jurassic Park. A film adaptation,
also titled Jurassic Park, was directed by Steven Spielberg and was released in 1993. Crichton then wrote a
sequel novel, The Lost World (1995), and Spielberg directed its film adaptation, The Lost World: Jurassic
Park (1997). Additional films have been released since then, including Jurassic Park III in 2001, completing
the original trilogy of films.

The fourth installment, Jurassic World, was released in 2015, marking the start of a new trilogy. Its sequel,
Jurassic World: Fallen Kingdom, was released in 2018. Jurassic World Dominion, released in 2022, marks
the conclusion of the second trilogy. A standalone sequel, Jurassic World Rebirth, was released in 2025. Two
Jurassic World short films have also been released: Battle at Big Rock (2019) and a Jurassic World
Dominion prologue (2021).

Theropod dinosaurs like Tyrannosaurus and Velociraptor have had major roles throughout the film series.
Other species, including Brachiosaurus and Spinosaurus, have also played significant roles. The series has
also featured other creatures, such as Mosasaurus and members of the pterosaur group, both commonly
misidentified by the public as dinosaurs. The various creatures in the films were created through a
combination of animatronics and computer-generated imagery (CGI). For the first three films, the
animatronics were created by special-effects artist Stan Winston and his team, while Industrial Light &
Magic (ILM) handled the CGI for the entire series. The first film garnered critical acclaim for its innovations



in CGI technology and animatronics. Since Winston's death in 2008, the practical dinosaurs have been
created by other artists, including Legacy Effects (Jurassic World), Neal Scanlan (Jurassic World: Fallen
Kingdom), and John Nolan (Jurassic World Dominion and Jurassic World Rebirth).

Paleontologist Jack Horner has served as the longtime scientific advisor on the films, and paleontologist
Stephen L. Brusatte was also consulted for Jurassic World Dominion and Jurassic World Rebirth. The
original film was praised for its modern portrayal of dinosaurs. Horner said that it still contained many
inaccuracies, such as not portraying dinosaurs as having colorful feathers, but noted that it was not meant as a
documentary. Later films in the series contain inaccuracies as well, for entertainment purposes. This includes
the films' velociraptors, which are depicted as being larger than their real-life counterparts. In addition, the
franchise's method for cloning dinosaurs has been deemed scientifically implausible for a number of reasons.
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Ice Age: Dawn of the Dinosaurs is a 2009 American animated adventure comedy film produced by Blue Sky
Studios and distributed by 20th Century Fox. It is the sequel to Ice Age: The Meltdown (2006) and the third
installment in the Ice Age film series. It was directed by Carlos Saldanha and co-directed by Mike
Thurmeier, from a screenplay written by Michael Berg, Peter Ackerman, Mike Reiss, and Yoni Brenner,
based on a story conceived by Jason Carter Eaton. Ray Romano, John Leguizamo, Denis Leary, and Chris
Wedge reprise their roles from the first two films and Seann William Scott, Josh Peck, and Queen Latifah
reprise their roles from The Meltdown, with Simon Pegg joining them in the role of a weasel named Buck. In
the film, while Manny and Ellie are preparing for their baby, Sid the Sloth is kidnapped by a female
Tyrannosaurus after stealing her eggs, leading the rest of the herd to rescue him in a tropical lost world
inhabited by dinosaurs underneath the ice.

The film was released on July 1, 2009, becoming the first Ice Age film and the first 20th Century Fox film to
be released in 3D. It received mixed reviews from critics, and has grossed $886.7 million worldwide, making
it the third-highest-grossing film of 2009, the highest-grossing animated film of 2009, the highest-grossing
Ice Age film and the highest-grossing film from Blue Sky Studios. Two sequels, Ice Age: Continental Drift
and Ice Age: Collision Course, were released in 2012 and 2016, respectively.
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Attenborough and the Giant Dinosaur (also known as Raising the Dinosaur Giant) is a 2016 British nature
documentary programme made for BBC Television, first shown in the UK on BBC One on 24 January 2016,
and in the US on 17 February 2016 on PBS. The programme is presented and narrated by Sir David
Attenborough. It presents the state of knowledge at the time of the excavation of the fossilised remains of
seven individuals of a new species of titanosaur, unnamed at the time of the programme.
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Jurassic World Rebirth is a 2025 American science fiction action film directed by Gareth Edwards and
written by David Koepp. It takes place three years after Jurassic World Dominion (2022), and is the fourth
Jurassic World film as well as the seventh installment overall in the Jurassic Park franchise. The film stars
Scarlett Johansson, Mahershala Ali, Jonathan Bailey, Rupert Friend, Manuel Garcia-Rulfo, and Ed Skrein. In
Jurassic World Rebirth, the world's dinosaurs live around the equator, which provides the last viable climate
for them to survive. A team travels to a former island research facility where the three largest prehistoric
animals reside, with the goal of extracting samples that are vital for a heart disease treatment. The team also
rescues a shipwrecked family, and both groups struggle to survive after becoming stranded on the island.

Work on the film began shortly after the release of Jurassic World Dominion, when executive producer
Steven Spielberg recruited Koepp to help him develop a new installment in the series. Koepp previously co-
wrote the original Jurassic Park film (1993) and wrote its sequel, The Lost World: Jurassic Park (1997).
Development of Rebirth was first reported in January 2024. Edwards was hired as director a month later, and
casting commenced shortly thereafter. Principal photography took place in Thailand, Malta, and the United
Kingdom from June to September 2024.

Jurassic World Rebirth premiered on June 17, 2025, at Odeon Luxe Leicester Square in London, and was
released in the United States and Canada by Universal Pictures on July 2. The film received mixed reviews
from critics, though some deemed it an improvement over previous entries. It has grossed $833 million
worldwide against a budget of $180–$225 million, making it the fourth-highest-grossing film of 2025.
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Ice Age: Dawn of the Dinosaurs (Original Motion Picture Soundtrack) is the film score to the 2009 film Ice
Age: Dawn of the Dinosaurs, the third instalment in the Ice Age franchise and the sequel to Ice Age: The
Meltdown (2006). The film score is composed by John Powell, who previously scored The Meltdown. It was
released under the Varèse Sarabande label on June 23, 2009.
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Hellogoodbye (sometimes styled as hellogoodbye) is an American pop rock band that was formed in
Huntington Beach, California in 2001 by singer Forrest Kline. They were signed to Drive-Thru Records and
released their first full-length album Zombies! Aliens! Vampires! Dinosaurs! in 2006, having previously
released the EP Hellogoodbye in 2004, and DVD OMG HGB DVD ROTFL in 2005. In 2010, the band
released Would It Kill You? on their label Wasted Summer Records. The album was released in the United
Kingdom and Europe by LAB Records on March 14, 2011. Hellogoodbye released their third album,
Everything Is Debatable, on October 29, 2013, while touring as the opening act for Paramore's The Self-
Titled Tour. Their fourth album, S'Only Natural, was released on October 5, 2018.
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Dinosaur Sanctuary (Japanese: ?????, Hepburn: Dinosan) is a Japanese manga series written and illustrated
by Itaru Kinoshita, with paleontologist Dr. Shin-ichi Fujiwara serving as research consultant. It began
serialization in Shinchosha's Monthly Comic Bunch magazine in March 2021; in April 2024, its serialization
was transferred to Comic Bunch Kai. As of January 2025, seven volumes have been released.
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Dinosaur is a 2000 American live-action/animated adventure film produced by Walt Disney Feature
Animation in association with The Secret Lab, and released by Walt Disney Pictures. The film was directed
by Ralph Zondag and Eric Leighton and produced by Pam Marsden, from a screenplay written by John
Harrison, Robert Nelson Jacobs, and Walon Green, and a story by the trio alongside Zondag and Thom
Enriquez. It features the voices of D. B. Sweeney, Alfre Woodard, Ossie Davis, Max Casella, Hayden
Panettiere, Samuel E. Wright, Julianna Margulies, Peter Siragusa, Joan Plowright, and Della Reese. The story
follows a young Iguanodon who was adopted and raised by a family of lemurs on a tropical island. They are
forced to the mainland by a catastrophic meteorite impact; setting out to find a new home, they join a herd of
dinosaurs heading for the "Nesting Grounds", but must contend with the group's harsh leader, as well as
external dangers such as predatory Carnotaurus.

The initial idea was conceived in 1986 by Phil Tippett and Paul Verhoeven, which they conceived as a
darker, naturalistic film about dinosaurs. The project underwent numerous iterations with multiple directors
attached. In 1994, Walt Disney Feature Animation began development on the project and spent several years
developing the software to create the dinosaurs. While the characters in Dinosaur are computer-generated,
most of the backgrounds are live-action and were filmed on location. A number of backgrounds were found
in various continents such as the Americas and Asia; various tepuis and Angel Falls also appear in the film.
With a budget of $127.5 million, Dinosaur was reportedly the most expensive computer-animated film at the
time. Dinosaur is also the first film from Walt Disney Feature Animation to be 3D animated.

Dinosaur was released on May 19, 2000, to mixed-to-positive reviews from critics, who praised the film's
opening sequence, soundtrack and animation, but criticized the story and screenplay for its lack of originality.
The film grossed $349.8 million worldwide, becoming the fifth highest-grossing film of 2000. It became the
fourth best-selling home video release of 2001, selling 10.6 million copies and garnering $198 million in
sales.
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
