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Brothers and Sistersis the fourth studio album by American rock band The Allman Brothers Band. Co-
produced by Johnny Sandlin and the band, the album was released in August 1973 in the United States, by
Capricorn Records. Following the death of group leader Duane Allman in 1971, the Allman Brothers Band
released Eat a Peach (1972), a hybrid studio/live album that became their biggest-selling album to date.
Afterwards, the group purchased afarm in Juliette, Georgia, to become a"group hangout". However, bassist
Berry Oakley was visibly suffering from the death of Duane, excessively drinking and consuming drugs. In
November 1972, after nearly ayear of severe depression, Oakley was killed in a motorcycle accident (not
dissmilar from Duane's), making it the last album on which he played.

The band carried on, adding new members Chuck Leavell on piano and Lamar Williams on bass. Brothers
and Sisters was largely recorded over a period of three months at Capricorn Sound Studios in Macon,
Georgia Lead guitarist Dickey Betts assumed the role of band leader, and many of his compositions reflected
amore country-inspired sound. Session guitarists Les Dudek and Tommy Talton sat in on several songs. The
album was being produced at the same time as vocalist/organist Gregg Allman's solo debut, Laid Back, and
features many of the same musicians and engineers. The front album cover features a photograph of Vaylor
Trucks, the son of drummer Butch Trucks and his wife Linda. The back cover features a photograph of
Brittany Oakley, the daughter of Berry Oakley and his wife, Linda.

The album represented the Allmans commercial peak: it has sold over seven million copies worldwide,
landing it at the time atop of the Top 200 Pop Albums for five weeks. "Ramblin' Man" became the band's
first and only Top-10 hit single, peaking at number two on the Billboard Hot 100 in 1973. The album was
followed by atour of arenas and stadiums, but drug problems, strained friendships, and miscommunications
marred relationships between group members during this time.
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O Brother, Where Art Thou? is a 2000 satirical comedy-drama musical film written, produced, co-edited, and
directed by Joel and Ethan Coen. It stars George Clooney, John Turturro, and Tim Blake Nelson, with
Charles Durning, Michael Badalucco, John Goodman and Holly Hunter in supporting roles.

It was released by Buena Vista
Picturesin North America, while Universal Pictures, through United International Pictures, released it in



other countries. The film was met with a positive critical reception, and the soundtrack won a Grammy
Award for Album of the Y ear in 2002. The country and folk musicians who were dubbed into the film
include John Hartford, Alison Krauss, Dan Tyminski, Emmylou Harris, Gillian Welch, Ralph Stanley, Chris
Sharp, and Patty Loveless. They joined to perform the music from the film on the Down from the Mountain
concert tour. One of the performances was filmed and released as a documentary.

From 1955 to 1968, the group appeared regularly on The Lawrence Welk Show (receiving union scale
wages) before having their own television variety show, called Jimmy Durante Presents the Lennon Sisters,
with Jimmy Durante. After the show was cancelled, they partnered with Andy Williams to create a successful
Las Vegas residency, which lasted a decade. In 1999, younger sister Mimi (born Miriam Theresa, October
16, 1955) replaced Peggy upon the latter's retirement. DeeDee has also since retired. The current line-up of
the Lennon Sistersis atrio consisting of Kathy, Janet, and Mimi. They continue to tour around the country
and, until recently, performed annually with their Christmas show at The Andy Williams Moon River
Theatre in Branson, Missouri.

The group was inducted into the Vocal Group Hall of Fame in 2001.

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The Clark Sisters are an American gospel vocal group originally consisting of five sisters: Jacky Clark
Chisholm (born 1948), Denise "Niecy" Clark-Bradford (born 1953), Elbernita"Twinkie" Clark (born 1954),
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Dorinda Clark-Cole (born 1957), and Karen Clark Sheard (born 1960). The Clark Sisters are the daughters of
gospel musician and choral director Dr. Mattie Moss Clark. They are credited for helping to bring gospel
music to the mainstream and are considered pioneers of contemporary gospel.

Their biggest hitsinclude "Is My Living in Vain", "Name It, Claim It", "Jesus IsaLove Song, "I’ ve Got An
Angel", "Take Me Higher", "Praise the Lord (Hallelujah)", "A Praying Spirit", "Nothing to Lose, All to
Gain", "Endow Me", "Center of Thy Will”, "Ha-Ya (Eterna Life)", "Pure Gold", "Expect Y our Miracle", and
their mainstream crossover hit, " ou Brought the Sunshine"; which made its way to #16 on the Hot Black
Singles chart in 1983, two years after it’s original 1981 release on the album of the same name. More recent
hitsinclude "Blessed & Highly Favored”, "Livin'", "Victory", and "His Love", which features rapper Snoop
Dogg.

Asagroup, the Clark Sisters have won two Grammy Awards and are the highest-selling female gospel group
in history. In 2020, the Clark Sisters were honored with the James Cleveland Lifetime Achievement Award
at the 35th Annual Stellar Awards. In 2022, the group was inducted into the Black Music & Entertainment
Walk of Fame. In 2024, the group (including Denise Clark-Bradford) was honored with the Grammy
Lifetime Achievement Award, becoming the fifth gospel act to receive the award, after Mahalia Jackson, The
Staple Singers, The Blind Boys of Alabama, and Shirley Caesar.
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
