Tim Crouch (born 18 March 1964) is a British experimental theatre maker, actor, writer and director. His
playsinclude My Arm, An Oak Tree, ENGLAND, and The Author. These take various forms, but all reject
theatrical conventions, especialy realism, and invite the audience to help create the work. Interviewed in
2007, Crouch said, "Theatre in its purest form is a conceptual artform. It doesn't need sets, costumes and
props, but exists inside an audience's head.”

Stephen Bottoms, Professor of Contemporary Theatre & Performance at the University of Manchester, has
written that Crouch'’s plays "make up one of the most important bodies of English-language playwriting to
have emerged so far in the twenty-first century... | can think of no other contemporary playwright who has
asked such a compelling set of questions about theatrical form, narrative content, and spectatorial
engagement.”

Holly Williams, writing in The Independent in June 2014, says, "Crouch has built a name for himself as one
of British drama's great innovators, with plays that have disturbed and challenged the passive theatrical
experience."

David Robert Jones (8 January 1947 — 10 January 2016), known as David Bowie, was an English singer,
songwriter and actor. Regarded as among the most influential musicians of the 20th century, Bowie received
particular acclaim for hiswork in the 1970s. His career was marked by reinvention and visual presentation,
and his music and stagecraft have had a great impact on popular music.

Bowie studied art, music and design before embarking on a professional music career in 1963. Hereleased a
string of unsuccessful singles with local bands and a self-titled solo album (1967) before achieving his first
top-five entry on the UK singles chart with " Space Oddity" (1969). After a period of experimentation, he re-
emerged in 1972 during the glam rock era with the alter ego Ziggy Stardust. The single " Starman™ and its
album The Rise and Fall of Ziggy Stardust and the Spiders from Mars (1972) won him widespread
popularity. In 1975, Bowi€'s style shifted towards a sound he characterised as "plastic soul", initially
alienating many of his UK fans but garnering his first major US crossover success with the number-one
single "Fame" and the album Y oung Americans (1975). In 1976, Bowie starred in the cult film The Man
Who Fell to Earth and released Station to Station. In 1977, he again changed direction with the electronic-
inflected album Low, the first of three collaborations with Brian Eno that came to be known as the Berlin
Trilogy. "Heroes' (1977) and Lodger (1979) followed; each album reached the UK top-five and received
critical praise.

After uneven commercial successin the late 1970s, Bowie had three number-one hits: the 1980 single "Ashes
to Ashes’, its album Scary Monsters (and Super Creeps) and "Under Pressure” (a 1981 collaboration with
Queen). He achieved his greatest commercial success in the 1980s with Let's Dance (1983). Between 1988



and 1992, he fronted the hard rock band Tin Machine. Throughout the 1990s and 2000s, Bowie continued to
experiment with musical styles, including industrial and jungle. He also continued acting; his filmsincluded
Merry Christmas, Mr. Lawrence (1983), Labyrinth (1986), Twin Peaks: Fire Walk with Me (1992), Basquiat
(1996), and The Prestige (2006). He retired from touring in 2004 and his last live performance was at a
charity event in 2006. He returned from a decade-long recording hiatus in 2013 with The Next Day and
remained musically active until his death in 2016, two days after the release of hisfinal studio album
Blackstar.

During hislifetime, his record sales, estimated at over 100 million worldwide, made him one of the best-
selling musicians of al time. He is the recipient of numerous accolades, including six Grammy Awards and
four Brit Awards. Often dubbed the "chameleon of rock™ due to his continual musical reinventions, he was
inducted into the Rock and Roll Hall of Fame in 1996. Rolling Stone ranked him among the greatest singers,
songwriters and artists of all time. As of 2022, Bowie was the best-selling vinyl artist of the 21st century.

Minecraft is a sandbox game developed and published by Mojang Studios. Formally released on 18
November 2011 for personal computers following itsinitial public apharelease on 17 May 2009, it has been
ported to numerous platforms, including mobile devices and various video game consoles.

In Minecraft, players explore a procedurally generated, three-dimensional world with virtually infinite terrain
made up of voxels. Players can discover and extract raw materials, craft tools and items, and build structures,
earthworks, and machines. Depending on the game mode, players can fight hostile mobs, as well as cooperate
with or compete against other playersin multiplayer. The game's large community offers awide variety of
user-generated content, such as modifications, servers, player skins, texture packs, and custom maps, which
add new game mechanics and possibilities.

Originally created in 2009 by Markus "Notch" Persson using the Java programming language, Jens " Jeb"
Bergensten was handed control over the game's continuing development following its full release in 2011. In
2014, Mojang and the Minecraft intellectual property were purchased by Microsoft for US$2.5 billion; Xbox
Game Studios hold the publishing rights for the Bedrock Edition, the cross-platform version based on the
mobile Pocket Edition which replaced the existing console versionsin 2017. Bedrock is updated concurrently
with Mojang's original Java Edition, although with numerous, generally small, differences.

Minecraft is the best-selling video game of al time, with over 350 million copies sold (as of 2025) and 140
million monthly active players (as of 2021). It has received critical acclaim, winning several awards and
being cited as one of the greatest video games of all time; social media, parodies, adaptations, merchandise,
and the annual Minecon conventions have played prominent roles in popularizing the game. The game's
speedrunning scene has attracted a significant following. Minecraft has been used in educational
environments to teach chemistry, computer-aided design, and computer science. The wider Minecraft
franchise includes severa spin-off games, such as Minecraft: Story Mode, Minecraft Earth, Minecraft
Dungeons, and Minecraft Legends. A live-action film adaptation, titled A Minecraft Movie, wasreleased in
2025, and became the second highest-grossing video game film of al time.

Semiotics ( SEM-ee-OT-iks) is the systematic study of interpretation, meaning-making, semiosis (sign
process) and the communication of meaning. In semiotics, asign is defined as anything that communicates



intentional and unintentional meaning or feelings to the sign'sinterpreter.

Semiosisis any activity, conduct, or process that involves signs. Signs often are communicated by verbal
language, but also by gestures, or by other forms of language, e.g. artistic ones (music, painting, sculpture,
etc.). Contemporary semiotics is a branch of science that generally studies meaning-making (whether
communicated or not) and various types of knowledge.

Unlike linguistics, semiotics also studies non-linguistic sign systems. Semiotics includes the study of
indication, designation, likeness, analogy, allegory, metonymy, metaphor, symbolism, signification, and
communication.

Semioticsis frequently seen as having important anthropological and sociological dimensions. Some
semioticians regard every cultural phenomenon as being able to be studied as communication. Semioticians
also focus on the logical dimensions of semiotics, examining biological questions such as how organisms
make predictions about, and adapt to, their semiotic niche in the world.

Fundamental semiotic theories take signs or sign systems as their object of study. Applied semiotics analyzes
cultures and cultural artifacts according to the ways they construct meaning through their being signs. The
communication of information in living organismsis covered in biosemiotics including zoosemiotics and
phytosemiotics.

Gyaru
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Gyaru (Japanese: ?7??, pronounced [??7a777]) is a Japanese fashion subculture for all ages of women, often
associated with gaudy fashion styles and dyed hair. The term gyaru is a Japanese trandliteration of the
English slang word gal. In Japan, it is used to refer to young women who are cheerful, sociable, and adopt
trendy fashions, serving as a stereotype of culture as well as fashion.

The fashion subculture was considered to be nonconformist and rebelling against Japanese social and
aesthetic standards during a time when women were expected to be housewives and fit Asian beauty
standards of pale skin and dark hair. Early in itsrise, gyaru subculture was considered racy, and associated
with juvenile delinquency and frivolousness among teenage girls. The term is also associated with dance
culture and clubbing. Its popularity peaked in the 1990s and early 2000s.

A popular gyaru subculture specific to the Heisel era (1989-2019) is "kogal (kogyaru) culture” or "kogal

Jacques Marie Emile Lacan (UK: , US: I?-KAHN; French: [?ak ma? emil 1ak??]; 13 April 1901 -9
September 1981) was a French psychoanalyst and psychiatrist. Described as "the most controversial psycho-
analyst since Freud", Lacan gave yearly seminarsin Paris, from 1953 to 1981, and published papers that were
later collected in the book Ecrits. Transcriptions of his seminars, given between 1954 and 1976, were also
published. His work made a significant impact on continental philosophy and cultural theory in areas such as

post-structuralism, critical theory, feminist theory and film theory, as well as on the practice of
psychoanalysis itself.

Lacan took up and discussed the whole range of Freudian concepts, emphasizing the philosophical dimension
of Freud's thought and applying concepts derived from structuralism in linguistics and anthropology to its
development in his own work, which he would further augment by employing formulae from predicate logic
and topology. Taking this new direction, and introducing controversial innovationsin clinical practice, led to
expulsion for Lacan and his followers from the International Psychoanalytic Association. In consequence,
Lacan went on to establish new psychoanalytic institutions to promote and develop his work, which he
declared to be a"return to Freud", in opposition to prevalent trends in psychology and institutional
psychoanalysis collusive of adaptation to social norms.

Warhammer 40,000 is a British miniature wargame produced by Games Workshop. It is the most popular
miniature wargame in the world, and is particularly popular in the United Kingdom. The first edition of the
rulebook was published in September 1987, and the tenth and current edition was released in June 2023.

Asin other miniature wargames, players enact battles using miniature models of warriors and fighting
vehicles. The playing areais atabletop model of a battlefield, comprising models of buildings, hills, trees,
and other terrain features. Each player takes turns moving their model warriors around the battlefield and
fighting their opponent's warriors. These fights are resolved using dice and simple arithmetic.

Warhammer 40,000 is set in the distant future, where a stagnant human civilisation is beset by hostile aliens
and supernatural creatures. The models in the game are a mixture of humans, aliens, and supernatural
monsters wielding futuristic weaponry and supernatural powers. The fictional setting of the game has been
developed through alarge body of novels published by Black Library (Games Workshop's publishing
division). Warhammer 40,000 was initially conceived as a scifi counterpart to Warhammer Fantasy Battle, a
medieval fantasy wargame also produced by Games Workshop. Warhammer Fantasy shares some themes
and characters with Warhammer 40,000 but the two settings are independent of each other. The game has
received widespread praise for the tone and depth of its setting, and is considered the foundational work of
the grimdark genre of speculative fiction, the word grimdark itself derived from the series tagline: "In the
grim darkness of the far future, thereisonly war".

Warhammer 40,000 has spawned many spin-off media. Games Workshop has produced a number of other
tabletop or board games connected to the brand, including both extrapolations of the mechanics and scal e of
the base game to simulate unique situations, as with Space Hulk or Kill Team, and wargames simulating
vastly different scales and aspects of warfare within the same fictional setting, as with Battlefleet Gothic,
Adeptus Titanicus or Warhammer Epic. Video game spin-offs, such as Dawn of War, the Space Marine
series, the Warhammer 40,000: Rogue Trader turn based game, and others have also been released.

Sir Raymond Douglas Davies ( DAY -viz; born 21 June 1944) is an English musician. He was the lead
vocalist, rhythm guitarist and primary songwriter for the rock band the Kinks, which he led, with his younger
brother Dave providing lead guitar and backing vocals, and both of them were the only consistent members
during their existence. He has also acted in, directed and produced shows for theatre and television. Known
for focusing hislyrics on rock bands, English culture, nostalgia and social satire, he is often referred to as the
"Godfather of Britpop", though he disputes this title. He was inducted into the Rock and Roll Hall of Fame as
amember of the Kinksin 1990. After the dissolution of the Kinksin 1996, he embarked on a solo career.
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
