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Pyongyang (Korean: ??; Hancha: ??) isthe capital and largest city of North Korea, where it is sometimes
labeled as the "Capital of the Revolution™ (??? ??). Pyongyang is located on the Taedong River about 109 km
(68 mi) upstream from its mouth on the Y ellow Sea. According to the 2008 population census, it has a
population of 3,255,288. Pyongyang is a directly administered city (???; ???, chikhalsi) with a status equal to
that of the North Korean provinces.

Pyongyang is one of the oldest cities in Korea. It was the capital of two ancient Korean kingdoms, Gojoseon
and Goguryeo, and served as the secondary capital of Goryeo. Following the establishment of North Koreain
1948, Pyongyang became its de facto capital. The city was again devastated during the Korean War, but was
quickly rebuilt after the war with Soviet assistance.

Pyongyang is the political, industrial and transport center of North Korea. It is estimated that 99% of those
living in Pyongyang are members, candidate members, or dependents of members of the ruling Workers
Party of Korea (WPK). It is home to North Korea's major government institutions, as well asthe WPK which
has its headquarters in the Government Complex No. 1.

Pyongyang International Airport

Pyongyang International Airport (Korean: ???????; Hancha: ???????; MR: P&#039;y?ngyang Kukche
Pihaengjang) (IATA: FNJ, ICAO: ZKPY), also known as Pyongyang

(IATA: ENJ, ICAO: ZKPY), also known as Pyongyang Sunan International Airport (Korean: ?? ?7? 2?77?,
Hancha: ?7? ?? ?7??), isthe sole international airport serving Pyongyang, the capital of North Korea and
located in the city's Sunan District.
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The Pyongyang Metro (Korean: ?? ??7?) isthe rapid transit system in Pyongyang, the capital and largest city
of North Korea. It consists of two lines: the Chollima Line, which runs north from Puh?ng Station on the
banks of the Taedong River to Pulg?nby? Station, and the Hy?ksin Line, which runs from Kwangbok Station
in the southwest to Ragw?n Station in the northeast. The two lines intersect at Ch?nu Station.

Daily ridership is estimated to be between 300,000 and 700,000. Structural engineering of the Metro was
completed by North Korea, with rolling stock and related el ectronic equipment imported from China. This
was later replaced with used rolling stock acquired from Berlin U-Bahn.

The Pyongyang Metro has a museum devoted to its construction and history.
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North Korea, officially the Democratic People's Republic of Korea (DPRK), isacountry in East Asia. It
constitutes the northern half of the Korean Peninsula and borders China and Russia to the north at the Yalu
(Amnok) and Tumen rivers, and South Korea to the south at the Korean Demilitarized Zone (DMZ). The
country's western border is formed by the Yellow Sea, while its eastern border is defined by the Sea of Japan.
North Korea, like South Korea, claims to be the sole | egitimate government of the entire peninsula and
adjacent islands. Pyongyang is the capital and largest city.

The Korean Peninsulawas first inhabited as early as the Lower Paleolithic period. Its first kingdom was
noted in Chinese records in the early 7th century BCE. Following the unification of the Three Kingdoms of
Koreainto Sillaand Balhae in the late 7th century, Korea was ruled by the Goryeo dynasty (918-1392) and
the Joseon dynasty (1392—-1897). The succeeding Korean Empire (1897-1910) was annexed in 1910 into the
Empire of Japan. In 1945, after the Japanese surrender at the end of World War 11, Koreawas divided into
two zones along the 38th parallel, with the north occupied by the Soviet Union and the south occupied by the
United States. In 1948, separate governments were formed in Korea: the socialist and Soviet-aligned
Democratic People's Republic of Koreain the north, and the capitalist, Western-aligned Republic of Koreain
the south. The North Korean invasion of South Koreain 1950 started the Korean War. In 1953, the Korean
Armistice Agreement brought about a ceasefire and established a demilitarized zone (DM Z), but no formal
peace treaty has ever been signed. Post-war North Korea benefited greatly from economic aid and expertise
provided by other Eastern Bloc countries. However, Kim Il Sung, North Korea's first leader, promoted his
personal philosophy of Juche as the state ideology. Pyongyang's international isolation sharply accelerated
from the 1980s onwards as the Cold War came to an end. The fall of the Soviet Union in 1991 then brought
about a sharp decline to the North Korean economy. From 1994 to 1998, North Korea suffered afamine with
the population continuing to suffer from malnutrition. In 2024, the DPRK formally abandoned efforts to
reunify Korea.

North Koreais a totalitarian dictatorship with a comprehensive cult of personality around the Kim family.
Amnesty International considers the country to have the worst human rights record in the world. Officialy,
North Koreais acommunist state that self-designates as an "independent socialist state”" which holds
democratic elections, however, outside observers have described the elections as unfair, uncompetitive, and
pre-determined, in amanner similar to electionsin the Soviet Union. The Workers Party of Korea (WPK) is
the sole ruling party of North Korea. According to Article 3 of the constitution, Kimilsungism—Kimjongilism
isthe official ideology of North Korea. The means of production are owned by the state through state-run
enterprises and collectivized farms. Most services—such as healthcare, education, housing, and food
production—are subsidized or state-funded.

North Koreafollows Songun, a"military first" policy which prioritizes the Korean People's Army in state
affairs and the all ocation of resources. It possesses nuclear weapons. Its active-duty army of 1.28 million

soldiersisthe fourth-largest in the world. In addition to being a member of the United Nations since 1991,
North Koreais also amember of the Non-Aligned Movement, the G77, and the ASEAN Regiona Forum.
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The Battle of Pyongyang (Japanese: ????, Chinese: ????) was the second major land battle of the First Sino-
Japanese War. It took place on 15 September 1894 in Pyongyang, Korea between the forces of Meiji Japan
and Qing China. It is sometimes referred to archaically in Western sources as the "Battle of Ping-yang".



About 20,000 Chinese troops of the Huai Army under the overall command of General Y e Zhichao had
arrived in Pyongyang on 4 August 1894. They had made extensive repairs to its ancient city walls, feeling
themselves secure in their superior numbers and in the strength of the defenses. The Huai Army had China's
best troops, and they were equipped with modern weaponry, including Mauser breechloader rifles, Krupp
artillery pieces, and alarge quantity of ammunition. The Chinese military command intended that Pyongyang
would be their headquartersin Korea.

Prince Y amagata Aritomo's First Army, of the Imperia Japanese Army, converged on Pyongyang from
severa directions on 15 September 1894. In the morning he made a direct attack on the north and southeast
corners of the walled city under very little cover. The Chinese defense was strong, but was outmaneuvered by
an unexpected flanking attack by the Japanese from the rear. This caused the Chinese very heavy losses
compared to the Japanese. After the battle the Japanese captured alarge amount of Chineserifles, artillery
pieces, and ammunition that was | eft behind.

After their defeat at Pyongyang, the Chinese abandoned northern Korea and withdrew to the Y alu River,
which formed the Chinese—K orean border. With the loss in Korea of the Qing dynasty's best trained forces,
their army in Manchuriawas reinforced by less capable and partially reformed Green Standard units.
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Pyongyang Sports Club (Korean: ??????) isaNorth Korean organization of education specialty with several
departments. This organization is based in Pyongyang and plays at the Kim Il Sung Stadium. As the sports
club of the Workers' Party of Korea and Government of Pyongyang, Pyongyang SC is the largest sports club
not affiliated with a state ministry.

Football is the most popular department in this organization. The men are presently playing in the DPR
Korea Premier Football League, the highest football league in North Korea.

Pyongyang Marathon
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annual marathon race contested each April in Pyongyang

Pyongyang International Marathon, previously known as Mangyongdae Prize International Marathon, is an
annual marathon race contested each April in Pyongyang, the capital of North Korea.

The marathon was held for the first timein 1981 for men, and the women's event was initiated in 1984. The
2009 race was the 22nd event. The competition was opened for international runners again in 2000. The race
starts and finishes at the Rungrado May Day Stadium or Kim Il Sung Stadium and runs along the Taedong
River. At the 2010 edition of the race, Ukrainian |van Babaryka became the first European runner to win in
Pyongyang in 24 years. The race in 2012 was held as part of celebrations for the 100 years since Kim Il
Sung's birth and featured one of the race's closest ever finishes: Oleksandr Matviychuk and Pak Song-chol
were given identical times (2:12:54 hours), with the Ukrainian guest taking the title.

The 2015 marathon was initialy closed to foreigners because of concerns about Ebola, but this decision has
since been reversed after the reopening of the North Korean border in March 2015. The marathon was held in
2016, but did not meet IAAF specifications for an IAAF Bronze Label Road Race that it had on previous
years. In 2020, it was announced that the marathon would be cancelled for that year due to the ongoing
coronavirus outbreak in China. The 2021 edition was also cancelled due to the same reason as well as the
2022 edition.

The marathon resumed in 2025.
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The Pyongyang Declaration, officially titled Let Us Defend and Advance the Cause of Socialism, was a
statement signed by a number of political parties on 20 April 1992 that calls for the unity of the socialist
camp and avow to safeguard socialism. Representatives of 70 communist and socialist parties from 51
countries arrived in Pyongyang, North Korea, to celebrate Kim || Sung's 80th birthday. While there, the
delegates had many bilateral and multilateral contacts with each other and decided to issue a declaration
reiterating their commitment to socialism in spite of the collapse of the USSR and a number of other
communist regimes in recent years. On 20 April, the declaration was signed by delegates of 69 parties,
including 48 party leaders.
