Need for Speed: Most Wanted is a 2005 racing video game, and the ninth installment in the Need for Speed
series following Underground 2. Developed and published by Electronic Arts (EA), it was released in
November 2005 for GameCube, PlayStation 2, Windows, Xbox, and Xbox 360 alongside two distinct
versions for Nintendo DS and Game Boy Advance. Another version for PlayStation Portable titled Need for
Speed: Most Wanted 5-1-0, was released at the same time and featured alternative gameplay.

Most Wanted focuses on street racing-oriented gameplay involving a selection of events and racing circuits
found within the fictional city of Rockport. The game's main story involving players taking on the role of a
street racer who must compete against 15 of the city's most elite street racers to become the "most wanted"
racer of the group. In the process, they will seek revenge against one of the groups who took their car, and
develop a feud with the city's police department. The game brought in many notable improvements and
additions over other entries in the series, its major highlight being more in-depth police pursuits. Certain
editions of the game were packaged with the ability for online multiplayer gaming.

Upon its release, the game received acclaim from critics and became a commercial success, selling over 18
million copies worldwide, becoming the best selling game in the series. Its success led to a Collector's
Edition, known as the Black Edition, which provided additional content. A PS2 Classics version was
available for PlayStation 3 via the PlayStation Store in May 2012, until it was discontinued the following
year. The game was succeeded by Need for Speed: Carbon in 2006, which continues Most Wanted's story. A
reboot by the same name, developed by Criterion Games, was released in October 2012.

Driver (subtitled "You Are the Wheelman" in North America) is an action driving video game and the first
installment in the Driver series. Developed by Reflections Interactive and published by GT Interactive, it was
released on the PlayStation on 25 June 1999, and was ported to Microsoft Windows on 1 October 1999, and
to Classic Mac OS on 12 December 2000 by Abersoft Limited.

The game, inspired by movie car chases, sees players driving around four real-life cities – Miami, San
Francisco, Los Angeles and New York – using a variety of vehicles, with the plot focusing on the work of an
undercover police officer, John Tanner, who infiltrates a criminal outfit to investigate their operations, only
to discover a plot by their boss to assassinate the President of the United States.

The game proved a commercial hit upon release, and received favorable reviews from critics. Ports for
Microsoft Windows and Mac were released on 1 October 1999 and December 2000. A remake for the Game
Boy Color, developed by Crawfish Interactive and published by Infogrames was released in May 2000, while
versions for iOS and Palm Pre, developed and published by Gameloft, were released on 8 December 2009.
The game was re-released on the PlayStation Network on 14 October 2008. The game's success led to further
sequels, including Driver 2 in November 2000 and Driver 3 in June 2004.

Cliff Richard

Sir Cliff Richard (born Harry Rodger Webb; 14 October 1940) is a British singer and actor. He has total sales
of over 21.5 million singles in the United Kingdom and, as of 2012, was the third-top-selling artist in UK
Singles Chart history, behind the Beatles and Elvis Presley.

Richard was originally marketed as a rebellious rock and roll singer in the style of Presley and Little Richard.
With his backing group, the Shadows, he dominated the British popular music scene in the pre-Beatles period
of the late 1950s to early 1960s. His 1958 hit single "Move It" is often described as Britain's first authentic
rock and roll song. In the early 1960s, he had a successful screen career with films including Expresso
Bongo, The Young Ones, Summer Holiday and Wonderful Life and his own television show at the BBC.
Increased focus on his Christian faith and subsequent softening of his music led to a more middle-of-the-road
image, and he sometimes ventured into contemporary Christian music.

In a career spanning over 65 years, Richard has amassed several gold and platinum discs and awards,
including two Ivor Novello Awards and three Brit Awards. More than 130 of his singles, albums, and EPs
have reached the UK Top 20, more than any other artist. Richard has had 67 UK top ten singles, the second
highest total for an artist (behind Presley). He holds the record, with Presley, as the only act to make the UK
singles charts in all of its first six decades (1950s–2000s). He has achieved 14 UK No. 1 singles, and is the
only singer to have had a No. 1 single in the UK in each of five consecutive decades. He also had four UK
Christmas No. 1 singles, two of which were as a solo artist; "Mistletoe and Wine" and "Saviour's Day".

By the late-1990s, Richard had sold more than 250 million records worldwide, making him one of the best-
selling music artists of all time. He has never achieved the same popularity in the United States despite eight
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US Top 40 singles, including the million-selling "Devil Woman" and "We Don't Talk Anymore". In Canada,
he had a successful period in the early 1960s, the late 1970s and early 1980s, with some releases certified
gold and platinum. He has remained a popular music, film, and television personality at home in the UK as
well as Australia, New Zealand, South Africa, Northern Europe and Asia, and retains a following in other
countries. When not touring, he divides his time between Barbados and Portugal. In 2019, he relocated to
New York.

The Tesla Cybertruck is a battery-electric full-size pickup truck manufactured by Tesla, Inc. since 2023. It
was first unveiled as a prototype in November 2019, featuring a distinctive angular design composed of flat,
unpainted stainless steel body panels, drawing comparisons to low-polygon computer models.

Originally scheduled for production in late 2021, the vehicle faced multiple delays before entering limited
production at Gigafactory Texas in November 2023, with initial customer deliveries occurring later that
month. As of 2025, three variants are available: a tri-motor all-wheel drive (AWD) model marketed as the
"Cyberbeast", a dual-motor AWD model, and a single-motor rear-wheel drive (RWD) "Long Range" model.
EPA range estimates vary by configuration, from 320 to 350 miles (515 to 565 km). The Cybertruck is sold
exclusively in the United States and Canada. The Cybertruck has been criticized for its production quality
and safety concerns while its sales have been described as disappointing.

The Ford Mustang (S550) is the sixth generation of the Ford Mustang, a pony car produced from 2014 until it
was replaced by the seventh generation in 2023.

The development of the Mustang began in 2009 under the direction of the chief engineer Dave Pericak and
exterior design director Joel Piaskowski. In 2010, design management selected an exterior design theme
proposal by Kemal Curi?. After four years of development, Ford debuted the Mustang at numerous online
media events in December 2013, preceding its public unveiling at the Detroit Auto Show in January 2014.
Official manufacture of the sixth generation of the Mustang began at the facility in Flat Rock, Michigan, in
August 2014. The car was available as both a coupe and a convertible.

Introduced for the 2015 model year to replace the fifth generation, the Mustang offered multiple engine
configurations, including a 3.7-liter V6 engine, a 2.3-liter inline-four engine, and a 5.0-liter V8 engine for the
V6 (discontinued in 2017), EcoBoost, and GT models, respectively. The sixth generation marked the first
Mustang to be marketed globally, introducing factory-produced right-hand-drive models alongside the
traditional left-hand-drive versions. This was part of the "One Ford" business strategy, which also
encompassed models such as the Fiesta, Focus, Fusion/Mondeo, Escape/Kuga, Edge, Transit Connect, and
Transit.

Ford released several special editions of the sixth-generation Mustang, including the Shelby GT350 and
GT500, the Bullitt edition to commemorate the 50th anniversary of the 1968 film Bullitt, and a model
celebrating the Mustang's own 50th anniversary. The car is the recipient of numerous accolades, including
Esquire's Car of the Year in 2014, a spot on Car and Driver's 10Best list in 2015 and 2017, and the EyesOn
Design award for Best Production Vehicle in 2014. The sixth generation of the Mustang was discontinued in
April 2023, with its successor, the S650, beginning production in May.

Steven Allan Spielberg ( SPEEL-burg; born December 18, 1946) is an American filmmaker. A major figure
of the New Hollywood era and pioneer of the modern blockbuster, Spielberg is widely regarded as one of the
greatest and most influential filmmakers in the history of cinema and is the highest-grossing film director of
all time. Among other accolades, he has received three Academy Awards, four Golden Globe Awards and
three BAFTA Awards, as well as the AFI Life Achievement Award in 1995, an honorary knighthood in
2001, the Kennedy Center Honor in 2006, the Cecil B. DeMille Award in 2009, the Presidential Medal of
Freedom in 2015, and the National Medal of Arts in 2023.

Spielberg was born in Cincinnati, Ohio, and grew up in Phoenix, Arizona. He moved to California and
studied film in college. After directing several episodes for television, including Night Gallery and Columbo,
he directed the television film Duel (1971), which was approved by Barry Diller. He made his theatrical
debut with The Sugarland Express (1974) and became a household name with the summer blockbuster Jaws
(1975). He continuously directed more acclaimed escapist box-office blockbusters with Close Encounters of
the Third Kind (1977), E.T. the Extra-Terrestrial (1982) and the original Indiana Jones trilogy (1981–1989).
He also explored drama in The Color Purple (1985) and Empire of the Sun (1987).

In 1993, Spielberg directed back-to-back hits with the science fiction thriller Jurassic Park, the highest-
grossing film ever at the time, and the epic historical drama Schindler's List, which has often been listed as
one of the greatest films ever made. He won the Academy Award for Best Director for the latter as well as
for the World War II epic Saving Private Ryan (1998). Spielberg has since directed the science fiction films
A.I. Artificial Intelligence (2001), Minority Report (2002), War of the Worlds (2005) and Ready Player One
(2018); the historical dramas Amistad (1997), Munich (2005), War Horse (2011), Lincoln (2012), Bridge of
Spies (2015) and The Post (2017); the comedies Catch Me If You Can (2002) and The Terminal (2004); the
animated film The Adventures of Tintin (2011); the musical West Side Story (2021); and the family drama
The Fabelmans (2022).

Spielberg co-founded Amblin Entertainment and DreamWorks Pictures, and he has served as a producer for
many successful films and television series, among them Poltergeist (1982), Gremlins (1984), Back to the
Future (1985), Who Framed Roger Rabbit (1988) and Band of Brothers (2001). Several of Spielberg's works
are considered among the greatest films in history, and some are among the highest-grossing films ever.

Seven of his films have been inducted into the National Film Registry by the Library of Congress as being
"culturally, historically or aesthetically significant". In 2013, Time listed him as one of the 100 most
influential people, and in 2023, Spielberg was the recipient of the first ever Time 100 Impact Award in the
US.
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
