Gino Paoli (Italian pronunciation: [?d?i?no ?pa?oli]; born 23 September 1934) is an Italian singer-songwriter.
He is a seminal figure who has written a number of songs widely regarded as classics in Italian popular
music, including: "Il cielo in una stanza", "Che cosa c'è", "Senza fine", "Quattro amici al bar" and "Sapore di
sale".
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Teorema (English: "Theorem") is a 1968 Italian psychological drama film written and directed by Pier Paolo
Pasolini. The film centers on a middle-class Milanese family who are introduced to, and then abandoned by,
an otherworldly man with a mysterious divine force. Themes include the timelessness of divinity and the
spiritual corruption of the bourgeoisie.

Pasolini's sixth film, it was the first time he had worked primarily with professional actors. British actor
Terence Stamp stars as the mysterious Visitor, along with Silvana Mangano, Massimo Girotti, Anne
Wiazemsky and Laura Betti. Other roles are played by Andrés José Cruz Soublette, Ninetto Davoli, Alfonso
Gatto and Carlo De Mejo.

The film was nominated for the Golden Lion 29th Venice International Film Festival, while Laura Betti won
the Volpi Cup for Best Actress for her performance.

The Zecchino d'Oro International Festival of Children's Song has been held every year since 1959, first as a
national (Italian) event, and after 1976 as an international one. The 1964 songs were recorded for an LP titled
The Little Dancing Chicken, (an English translation of "Il Pulcino Ballerino", the award-winning song that
year). The LP was released in the United States.

The festival was presented by Cino Tortorella until the 32nd edition when duties began to be shared with
Maria Teresa Ruta and others until Tortorella's final participation in the 51st event.

The Italian language is a language with a large set of inflammatory terms and phrases, almost all of which
originate from the several dialects and languages of Italy, such as the Tuscan dialect, which had a very strong
influence in modern standard Italian, and is widely known to be based on the Florentine language. Several of
these words have cognates in other Romance languages, such as Portuguese, Spanish, Romanian, and French.

Profanities differ from region to region, but a number of them are diffused enough to be more closely
associated to the Italian language, and are featured in all the more popular Italian dictionaries.

Countess Maria Gioacchina Stajano Starace Briganti di Panico, known simply as Giò Stajano (1931–2011),
was an Italian socialite, writer, journalist, actress, and painter. In the 1960s, before her transition and gender
reassignment surgery (1983), she was known as one of the first publicly out gay men in Italy. It is said that
her night swim in the Barcaccia Fountain inspired Federico Fellini's scene featuring Anita Ekberg in the
Trevi Fountain in La Dolce Vita (1960).

Bruno Conti (Italian pronunciation: [?bru?no ?konti]; born 13 March 1955) is an Italian football manager and
former player. He is currently head of AS Roma's youth sector.

Throughout his playing career, Conti was usually deployed as a winger, and also previously played for
Roma, where he spent his entire club career, aside from two season-long loan spells with Genoa in the 1970s.
He is considered by many in the sport to be one of the greatest Italian players of all time in his position.
Nicknamed "The Mayor of Rome", Conti was an important figure in the club's history, and won a league title
as well as five Coppa Italia titles during his time in the Italian capital.

At international level, he was a member of Italy's 1982 FIFA World Cup-winning team, and also took part at
the 1986 FIFA World Cup.
