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Work It Out Wombats! is a children's animated television series that premiered on February 6, 2023, on PBS
Kids. The series is produced by GBH Kids and Pipeline Studios. The series is animated using Toon Boom
Harmony. The series also has a podcast, which premiered on January 4, 2024. Reception to the series has
been mostly positive. The series has been renewed for a second season.
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"The Fox (What Does the Fox Say?)" is an electronic dance novelty song and viral video by Norwegian
comedy duo Ylvis. The top trending video of 2013 on YouTube, "The Fox" was posted on the platform on 3
September 2013, and has received over 1.1 billion views as of October 2024. "The Fox" peaked at the top of
the Norwegian Singles Chart and was successful in the United States, where it peaked at number six on the
Billboard Hot 100 for three consecutive weeks, and was, before the U.S. release of "Am I Wrong" by Nico &
Vinz, the highest-ranked song by a Norwegian artist on the chart since A-ha's number-one song "Take On
Me" in 1985.

Originally an "anti-hit" produced as a part of the duo's new season of Norwegian television talk show I kveld
med YLVIS (Tonight with Ylvis) and uploaded on YouTube as a teaser, "The Fox", "created to fail", went
viral, becoming Ylvis' "breakout" song and drawing international attention to the group. In 2013, Ylvis stated
there were no plans to release an album including the song or any sequel to it.
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What We Do in the Shadows is an American comedy horror mockumentary fantasy television series created
by Jemaine Clement, first broadcast on FX on March 27, 2019, until concluding its run with the end of its
sixth season on December 16, 2024. Based on the 2014 New Zealand film written and directed by Clement
and Taika Waititi, both of whom act as executive producers, the series follows four vampire roommates on
Staten Island, and stars Kayvan Novak, Matt Berry, Natasia Demetriou, Harvey Guillén, Mark Proksch, and
Kristen Schaal.

What We Do in the Shadows is the second television series in the franchise after the spin-off Wellington
Paranormal (2018–2022). Both shows share the same canon as the original film, with several characters from
the film making appearances, including Clement's and Waititi's. The show received critical acclaim,
particularly for its cast and writing, and 35 Emmy Award nominations, including four for Outstanding
Comedy Series in 2020, 2022, 2024, and 2025, for its second, third, fifth and sixth season, respectively.
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"If a tree falls in a forest and no one is around to hear it, does it make a sound?" is a philosophical thought
experiment that raises questions regarding observation and perception.
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The third and final season of the American animated anthology series What If...?, based on the Marvel
Comics series of the same name, explores alternate timelines in the multiverse that show what would happen
if major moments from the films of the Marvel Cinematic Universe (MCU) occurred differently. The season
is produced by Marvel Studios Animation, with Matthew Chauncey serving as head writer and Bryan
Andrews and Stephan Franck directing. Animation for the season is provided by Flying Bark Productions
and Stellar Creative Lab, with Scott Wright serving as head of animation.

Jeffrey Wright stars as the Watcher, who narrates the series, alongside numerous MCU film actors reprising
their roles. Development began by July 2022, with Chauncey replacing previous head writer A. C. Bradley
for the season by December 2023. Andrews and Franck returned from previous seasons to direct.

The third season premiered on the streaming service Disney+ on December 22, 2024, with its remaining
episodes released daily until December 29. It is part of Phase Five of the MCU.
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What If...? is an American animated anthology television series created by A. C. Bradley for the streaming
service Disney+ based on the Marvel Comics series of the same name. It is the fourth television series in the
Marvel Cinematic Universe (MCU) from Marvel Studios, the first animated series from the studio, and the
first series produced by Marvel Studios Animation. The series explores alternate timelines in the multiverse
that show what would happen if major moments from the MCU films occurred differently. Bradley served as
head writer for the first two seasons, with Matthew Chauncey taking over for the third, and Bryan Andrews
as the lead director.

Jeffrey Wright stars as the Watcher, who narrates the series, alongside many MCU film actors reprising their
roles. Marvel Studios was developing the series for Disney+ by the end of 2018, with Bradley and Andrews
on board. It was officially announced in April 2019. Marvel Studios' head of visual development Ryan
Meinerding helped define the series' cel-shaded animation style, which was designed to reflect the films and
take inspiration from classic American illustrators. Animation for the series was provided by Flying Bark
Productions and Stellar Creative Lab, with Blue Spirit and Squeeze also working on the first season and
SDFX Studios working on the second. Stephan Franck was head of animation for the first season and a
director on the second and third seasons, with Scott Wright as head of animation for the second and third
seasons. Chauncey was the series' story editor before replacing Bradley as head writer.

The first season of What If...? premiered on August 11, 2021, and ran for nine episodes until October 6, as
part of Phase Four of the MCU. The second season was released daily from December 22 to 30, 2023, and
the third and final season premiered on December 22, 2024, also released daily; both are part of Phase Five.
The series has received generally positive reviews, with praise for the voice acting, animation, creative
storylines, and scenarios, although the episodes' length and writing received some criticism. An interactive
augmented and virtual reality story for the Apple Vision Pro headset, What If...? – An Immersive Story, was
released in May 2024, and a spin-off series titled Marvel Zombies is set to premiere in September 2025.
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What Work Is is a collection of poetry by Philip Levine that explores subjects characteristic of his work,
including physical labor, class identity, family relationships, and personal loss. Much of the book is shaped
by concerns for blue collar workers as well as national political events. The focus on work and the working
class has led to the collection being read through the lens of Marxist literary criticism.

What Work Is was first published in 1991 by Alfred A. Knopf, Inc. in New York.

This poetry collection won the National Book Award for Poetry in 1991.
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"We Can Work It Out" is a song by the English rock band the Beatles, written by Paul McCartney and John
Lennon. It was first issued as a double A-side single with "Day Tripper" in December 1965. The song was
recorded during the sessions for the band's Rubber Soul album. The single reached number one in Britain
(where it won the Ivor Novello Award for the top-selling A-side of 1965), the United States, Australia,
Canada, and Ireland. In the UK, it was the seventh highest selling single of the 1960s.

"We Can Work It Out" is a comparatively rare example of a Lennon–McCartney collaboration from this
period in the Beatles' career, in that the two songwriters worked together as they had when writing the
group's early hit singles of 1963. "A Day in the Life", "Baby, You're a Rich Man", and "I've Got a Feeling",
are among the other notable exceptions to this trend from the group's later career.
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What If, sometimes stylized as What If…?, is a comic book anthology series published by Marvel Comics
whose stories explore how the Marvel Universe might have unfolded if key moments in its history had not
occurred as they did in mainstream continuity. Since What If debuted in 1977, the comics have been
published in 14 series as well as occasional stand-alone issues. In 2024, Marvel announced that What If…?
would expand to include alternate explorations of continuity within other non-Marvel Universe properties
owned by their parent company The Walt Disney Company from its fifteenth volume onwards, beginning
with Aliens: What If…?, based on the Alien franchise, and followed by Marvel & Disney: What if...?, based
on classic Disney characters.

In 2021, an animated series based on the What If comics premiered on Disney+, set in the Marvel Cinematic
Universe's multiverse.
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"He who does not work, neither shall he eat" is an aphorism from the New Testament traditionally attributed
to Paul the Apostle.
