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Edinson Roberto Cavani Gómez (Spanish pronunciation: [?eðinso? ka??ani]; born 14 February 1987) is a
Uruguayan professional footballer who plays as a striker for ??ca Juniors. Nicknamed "El Matador" (The
Bullfighter), he is considered as one of the best strikers of his generation.

Cavani began his career playing for Danubio in Montevideo, where he played for two years, before moving
to Italian side Palermo in 2007. In 2010, Cavani signed for Napoli, who signed him on an initial loan deal
before buying him for a total fee of €17 million. He helped them win the Coppa Italia in 2012 and established
himself as the most dominant striker in Serie A. In mid-2013, Cavani joined Paris Saint-Germain in France
for a reported €64 million, at the time the most expensive signing in French football history. With PSG,
Cavani won six Ligue 1 titles, five Coupes de la Ligue and four Coupes de France. He also ranks as the club's
second all-time top goalscorer. In 2020, Cavani signed with Manchester United, scoring 17 goals in his first
season, including a goal in the UEFA Europa League final, before signing for Valencia in 2022.

Cavani scored on his Uruguay debut against Colombia in 2008, and went on to earn 136 caps and score 58
international goals, only behind strike partner Luis Suárez among Uruguayan internationals. He participated
in ten major international tournaments: four FIFA World Cups (2010, 2014, 2018 and 2022), five Copas
América (2011, 2015, 2016, 2019 and 2021), and one FIFA Confederations Cup (2013). Cavani scored at the
2010 World Cup to help Uruguay to fourth place in the tournament, and in 2011 was part of the Uruguay
squad that won a record fifteenth Copa América title. He finished as the CONMEBOL 2018 World Cup
qualification top scorer with ten goals.

During his time in Italy, Cavani was named in the league's Team of the Year three times and was Serie A top
scorer in the 2012–13 season. During his time in Ligue 1, he was named in the UNFP Ligue 1 Team of the
Year three times, was awarded Ligue 1 Player of the Year for the 2016–17 season, and was the league's top
scorer in the 2016–17 and 2017–18 seasons. He was awarded the Golden Foot in 2018 for his achievements
in football.

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Liliana Cavani (born 12 January 1933) is an Italian film director and screenwriter. Cavani became
internationally known after the success of her 1974 feature film Il portiere di notte (The Night Porter). Her
films have historical concerns. In addition to feature films and documentaries, she has also directed opera.
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The Cavani String Quartet is an American string quartet based in Cleveland, Ohio. The quartet is named for
the 19th century violin makers Giovanni and Vincenzo Cavani.

The quartet formed in 1984 and became the Quartet-in-Residence at the Cleveland Institute of Music in 1988.

They have collaborated for many years in special performances with the poet Mwatabu Okantah.

The quartet has recorded music by Béla Bartók, Maurice Ravel, Antonín Dvo?ák, Robert Schumann,
Johannes Brahms, Dan Welcher, Donald Erb, Ernest Chausson, Leo Brouwer, and James Primosch for the
Albany, Azica, Gasparo, New World, and Pantheon labels. They won the Naumburg Chamber Music Award
in 1989. For their 20th anniversary, they commissioned the work Musings for String Quintet from composer
Joseph Hallman. The premiere took place with Alisa Weilerstein, cellist, at the Cleveland Institute of Music.

The quartet has been partners with many organizations, including the Chamber Music Connection, led by
Debbie Price. They also run many free concerts for growing and learning string players, many of whom are
under age 18.

In June 2018, the Cleveland Institute of Music announced the severance of its affiliation with the Cavani
String Quartet.
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The 2020–21 season was Manchester United's 29th season in the Premier League and their 46th consecutive
season in the top flight of English football. The club finished second in the Premier League, their joint-
highest finish since the retirement of Alex Ferguson in 2013, were knocked out of the EFL Cup in the semi-
finals by local rivals Manchester City, in the quarter-finals of the FA Cup by Leicester City and finished third
in their UEFA Champions League group, therefore being relegated to the UEFA Europa League.

The season threatened to be overshadowed by the attempted formation of a European Super League. On 18
April 2021, Manchester United announced they were joining 11 other European clubs as founding members
of the Super League, a proposed 20-team competition intended to rival the UEFA Champions League. The
announcement drew an unprecedented backlash from supporters, other clubs, media partners, sponsors,
players and the UK Government, forcing the club to withdraw just two days later. The failure of the project
led to the resignation of executive vice-chairman Ed Woodward, while resultant protests against Woodward
and owners the Glazer family led to a pitch invasion ahead of a league match against Liverpool on 2 May
2021, which saw a Premier League game get postponed due to supporter protests for the first time in the
competition's history.
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On the pitch, United equalled the biggest win in Premier League history with a 9–0 victory against
Southampton on 2 February 2021, but ended the season with defeat on penalties in the UEFA Europa League
final against Villarreal, going four straight seasons without a trophy and one season away from equalling
their worst trophy drought since the club was last relegated.

The Coupe de la Ligue (French pronunciation: [kup d? la li?]), known outside France as the French League
Cup, was a knockout cup competition in French football organized by the Ligue de Football Professionnel.
The tournament was established in 1993 and, unlike the Coupe de France, was only open to professional
clubs in France which play in country's top three football divisions, though the third is not fully professional.

The most successful team in the competition was Paris Saint-Germain with nine wins, including the last
edition in 2019–20. The LFP voted to suspend the competition indefinitely to "reduce the season schedule".

He is
known for supervising one match during the 1994 FIFA World Cup in the United States.

It stars Dirk Bogarde and Charlotte Rampling, with Philippe Leroy, Gabriele
Ferzetti and Isa Miranda in supporting roles. Set in Vienna in 1957, the film centers on the sadomasochistic
relationship between a former Nazi concentration camp officer (Bogarde) and one of his inmates (Rampling).

The film's themes of sexual and sadomasochistic obsession, and its use of Holocaust imagery, have made the
film controversial since its initial release, dividing critics over its artistic value. In July 2018, it was selected
to be screened in the Venice Classics section of the 75th Venice International Film Festival.

Cristiano Ronaldo dos Santos Aveiro (Portuguese pronunciation: [k?i??tj?nu ???naldu] ; born 5 February
1985) is a Portuguese professional footballer who plays as a forward for and captains both Saudi Pro League
club Al-Nassr and the Portugal national team. Nicknamed CR7, he is widely regarded as one of the greatest
players in history, and has won numerous individual accolades throughout his career, including five Ballon
d'Or awards, a record three UEFA Men's Player of the Year Awards, four European Golden Shoes, and was
named five times the world's best player by FIFA. He has won 34 trophies in his career, including five UEFA
Champions Leagues and the UEFA European Championship. He holds the records for most goals (140) and
assists (42) in the Champions League, goals (14) and assists (8) in the European Championship, and most
international appearances (221) and international goals (138). He is the only player to have scored 100 goals
with four different clubs. He has made over 1,200 professional career appearances, the most by an outfield
player, and has scored over 900 official senior career goals for club and country, making him the top
goalscorer of all time.

Born in Funchal, Madeira, Ronaldo began his career with Sporting CP before signing with Manchester
United in 2003. He became a star player at United, where he won three consecutive Premier League titles, the
Champions League, and the FIFA Club World Cup. His 2007–08 season earned him his first Ballon d'Or at
age 23. In 2009, Ronaldo became the subject of the then-most expensive transfer in history when he joined
Real Madrid in a deal worth €94 million (£80 million). At Madrid, he was at the forefront of the club's
resurgence as a dominant European force, helping them win four Champions Leagues between 2014 and
2018, including the long-awaited La Décima. He also won two La Liga titles, including the record-breaking
2011–12 season in which Madrid reached 100 points, and became the club's all-time top goalscorer. He won
Ballon d'Ors in 2013, 2014, 2016 and 2017, and was runner-up three times to Lionel Messi, his perceived
career rival. Following issues with the club hierarchy, Ronaldo signed for Juventus in 2018 in a transfer
worth an initial €100 million, where he was pivotal in winning two Serie A titles. In 2021, he returned to
United before joining Al-Nassr in 2023.

Ronaldo made his international debut for Portugal in 2003 at the age of 18 and has earned more than 200
caps, making him history's most-capped male player. He has played in eleven major tournaments. He scored
his first international goal in Euro 2004, where he helped Portugal reach the final and subsequently made the
team of the tournament. He assumed captaincy of the national team ahead of Euro 2008; and at Euro 2012, he
was named in the team of the tournament. Ronaldo led Portugal to their first major tournament title at Euro
2016, being named in the team of the tournament for the third time. In the 2018 World Cup, he had his most
prolific World Cup campaign with four goals. He received the Golden Boot as the top scorer of Euro 2020
before playing in his fifth World Cup at the 2022 World Cup. He has won two UEFA Nations Leagues, in
2019 and 2025.

One of the world's most marketable and famous athletes, Ronaldo was ranked the world's highest-paid athlete
by Forbes on five occasions, and the world's most famous athlete by ESPN from 2016 to 2019. Time
included him on their list of the 100 most influential people in the world in 2014. Ronaldo was named in the
UEFA Ultimate Team of the Year in 2015, the All-time UEFA Euro XI in 2016, and the Ballon d'Or Dream
Team in 2020. In recognition of his record-breaking goalscoring success, he received special awards for
Outstanding Career Achievement by FIFA in 2021 and Champions League All-Time Top Scorer by UEFA in
2024.
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
