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A knight is a person granted an honorary title of a knighthood by a head of state (including the pope) or
representative for service to the monarch, the church, or the country, especially in a military capacity.

equites. In the Early Middle Agesin Western Christian Europe, knighthood was conferred upon mounted
warriors. During the High Middle Ages, knighthood was considered a class of petty nobility. By the Late
Middle Ages, the rank had become associated with the ideals of chivalry, a code of conduct for the perfect
courtly Christian warrior. Often, a knight was a vassal who served as an €lite fighter or a bodyguard for a
lord, with payment in the form of land holdings. The lords trusted the knights, who were skilled in battle on
horseback. In the Middle Ages, knighthood was closely linked with horsemanship (and especially the joust)
from its originsin the 12th century until its final flowering as a fashion among the high nobility in the Duchy
of Burgundy in the 15th century. Thislinkage is reflected in the etymology of chivalry, cavalier, and related
terms such as the French title of chevalier. In that sense, the special prestige accorded to mounted warriorsin
Christendom finds a parallel in the furusiyyain the Islamic world. The Crusades brought various military
orders of knightsto the forefront of defending Christian pilgrims traveling to the Holy Land.

In the Late Middle Ages, new methods of warfare — such as the introduction of the culverin as an anti-
personnel, gunpowder-fired weapon — began to render classical knightsin armour obsolete, but the titles
remained in many countries. Holy Roman Emperor Maximilian | (1459-1519) is often referred to as the "last
knight" in this regard; however, some of the most iconic battles of the Knights Hospitaller, such as the Siege
of Rhodes and the Great Siege of Malta, took place after hisrule. Theideals of chivalry were popularized in
medieval literature, particularly the literary cycles known as the Matter of France, relating to the legendary
companions of Charlemagne and his men-at-arms, the paladins, and the Matter of Britain, relating to the
legend of King Arthur and his Knights of the Round Table.

Today, a number of orders of knighthood continue to exist in Christian Churches, aswell asin several
historically Christian countries and their former territories, such as the Roman Catholic Sovereign Military
Order of Mdlta, the Protestant Order of Saint John, as well as the English Order of the Garter, the Swedish
Royal Order of the Seraphim, the Spanish Order of Santiago, and the Norwegian Order of St Olav. There are
also dynastic orders like the Order of the Golden Fleece, the Imperial Order of the Rose, the Most Ancient
and Most Noble Order of the Thistle and the Order of St George. In modern times these are orders centred
around charity and civic service, and are no longer military orders. Each of these orders hasits own criteria
for eigibility, but knighthood is generally granted by a head of state, monarch, or prelate to selected persons
to recognise some meritorious achievement, often for service to the Church or country.

The modern female equivalent of aknight in the English language is dame. Knighthoods and damehoods are
traditionally regarded as prestigious.
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The Dark Knight is a 2008 superhero film directed by Christopher Nolan, from a screenplay co-written with
his brother Jonathan. Based on the DC Comics superhero Batman, it is the sequel to Batman Begins (2005),
and the second installment in The Dark Knight trilogy. The plot follows the vigilante Batman, police
lieutenant James Gordon, and district attorney Harvey Dent, who form an alliance to dismantle organized
crime in Gotham City. Their efforts are derailed by the Joker, an anarchistic mastermind who seeks to test
how far Batman will go to save the city from chaos. The ensemble cast includes Christian Bale, Michael
Caine, Heath Ledger, Gary Oldman, Aaron Eckhart, Maggie Gyllenhaal, and Morgan Freeman.

Warner Bros. Pictures prioritized a sequel following the successful reinvention of the Batman film series
with Batman Begins. Christopher and Batman Begins co-writer David S. Goyer devel oped the story
elements, making Dent the central protagonist caught up in the battle between Batman and the Joker. In
writing the screenplay, the Nolans were influenced by 1980s Batman comics and crime dramafilms, and
sought to continue Batman Begins' heightened sense of realism. From April to November 2007, filming took
place with a $185 million budget in Chicago and Hong Kong, and on sets in England. The Dark Knight was
the first major motion picture to be filmed with high-resolution IMAX cameras. Christopher avoided using
computer-generated imagery unless necessary, insisting on practical stunts such as flipping an 18-wheel truck
and blowing up afactory.

The Dark Knight was marketed with an innovative interactive viral campaign that initially focused on
countering criticism of Ledger's casting by those who believed he was a poor choice to portray the Joker.
Ledger died from an accidental prescription drug overdose in January 2008, leading to widespread interest
from the press and public regarding his performance. When it was released in July, The Dark Knight received
acclaim for its mature tone and themes, visual style, and performances—particularly that of Ledger, who
received many posthumous awards including Academy, BAFTA, and Golden Globe awards for Best
Supporting Actor, making The Dark Knight the first comic-book film to receive major industry awards. It
broke several box-office records and became the highest-grossing 2008 film, the fourth-highest-grossing film
to that time, and the highest-grossing superhero film.

Sinceitsrelease, The Dark Knight has been assessed as one of the greatest superhero films ever, one of the
best movies of the 2000s, and one of the best films ever made. It is considered the "blueprint” for many
modern superhero films, particularly for its rgjection of atypical comic-book movie stylein favor of acrime
film that features comic-book characters. Many filmmakers sought to repeat its success by emulating its
gritty, realistic tone to varying degrees of success. The Dark Knight has been analyzed for its themes of
terrorism and the limitations of morality and ethics. The United States Library of Congress selected it for
preservation in the National Film Registry in 2020. A sequel, The Dark Knight Rises, concluded The Dark
Knight trilogy in 2012.
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Hollow Knight isa 2017 Metroidvania video game devel oped and published by Australian independent
developer Team Cherry. The player controls a nameless insectoid warrior exploring Hallownest, afallen
kingdom plagued by a supernatural disease. The gameis set in diverse subterranean locations, featuring
friendly and hostile insectoid characters and numerous bosses. Players have the opportunity to unlock
abilities as they explore, along with pieces of lore and flavour text that are spread throughout the kingdom.

The concept behind Hollow Knight was conceived in 2013 in the Ludum Dare game jam. Adelaide-based
Team Cherry wanted to create agame inspired by older platformers that replicated the explorational aspects
of itsinfluences. Inspirations for the game include Faxanadu, Metroid, Zeldall: The Adventure of Link, and
Mega Man X. Development was partially funded through a Kickstarter crowdfunding campaign that raised
over A$57,000 by the end of 2014. It was released for Windows, Linux, and macOS in early 2017 and for the



Nintendo Switch, PlayStation 4, and Xbox One in 2018. After release, Team Cherry supported the game with
four free expansions as downloadabl e content.

Hollow Knight was well received by critics, with particular praise for its music, art style, worldbuilding,
atmosphere, combat, and level of difficulty. It has since been regarded by some critics as one of the greatest
games of all time. The game had sold more than 15 million copies. A sequel, Hollow Knight: Silksong, is set
to be released on 4 September 2025.
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Marion Hugh "Suge" Knight Jr. ( SHUUG; born April 19, 1965) is an American former record executive,
former NFL player, and felon, who is the co-founder and former CEO of Death Row Records. Knight was a
central figure in gangstarap's commercial successin the 1990s. Thisfeat is attributed to the record label's
first two album releases: Dr. Dre's The Chronic in 1992 and Snoop Dogg's Doggystyle in 1993. Knight is
currently serving a 28-year sentence in prison for afatal hit-and-run in 2015.

Before founding Death Row Records, Knight played college football at UNLV as a defensive end. He briefly
played in the NFL for the Los Angeles Rams as a replacement player during the 1987 NFL players strike. In
1995, Tupac Shakur began serving a prison sentence of up to 4+172 years for a sexual abuse conviction.
Knight struck a deal with Shakur that October, posting his $1.4 million bail and freeing him from prison
pending an appeal of his conviction, while signing him to Death Row Records. In 1996, the |abel released
Shakur's greatest commercial success, All Eyez on Me. That September, after departing a Mike Tyson boxing
match in Las Vegas, agroup that included Knight and Shakur assaulted Orlando Anderson, a Southside
Compton Crips gang member. Three hours later, someone shot into the car Knight was driving, injuring
Knight and fatally wounding Shakur.

Dr. Dreleft Death Row Records shortly before Shakur's death, followed by Snoop Dogg two years later. The
label rapidly declined. Meanwhile, allegations mounted that Knight, beyond employing gang members, often
used intimidation and violence in his business dealings. From the late 1990s to the early 2000s, Knight spent
afew yearsincarcerated for assault convictions and associated violations of probation and parole.

In September 2018, Knight pleaded no contest to voluntary manslaughter in afatal 2015 hit-and-run. Knight's
conviction, along with his previous felonies, triggered California's three-strikes law. He was sentenced to 28
yearsin prison, and is eligible for parole in October 2034, when he will be 69 years old.

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The Most Honourable Order of the Bath is aBritish order of chivalry founded by King George | on 18 May
1725. Recipients of the Order are usually senior military officers or senior civil servants, and the monarch
awards it on the advice of His Mgjesty's Government. The name derives from an elaborate medieval
ceremony for preparing a candidate to receive his knighthood, of which ritual bathing (as a symbol of
purification) was an element. While not all knights went through such an elaborate ceremony, knights so
created were known as "knights of the Bath".

George | constituted the Knights of the Bath as aregular military order. He did not revive the order, which
did not previoudly exist, in the sense of abody of knights governed by a set of statutes and whose numbers
were replenished when vacancies occurred.

The Order consists of the Sovereign of the United Kingdom (currently King Charles I11), the Great Master
(currently William, Prince of Wales), and three Classes of members:

Knight Grand Cross (GCB) or Dame Grand Cross (GCB);
Knight Commander (KCB) or Dame Commander (DCB); and
Companion (CB).

Members belong to either the Civil Division or the Military Division. Knight Companion (KB), the order's
only class prior to 1815, is no longer an option. Commonwealth citizens who are not subjects of the British
monarch and foreign nationals may be made honorary members.

The Order of the Bath is the fourth most senior of the British orders of chivalry, after the Order of the Garter,
the Order of the Thistle, and the (dormant) Order of St Patrick.

The order was established on 4 June 1917 by King George V, who created the order to recognise 'such
persons, male or female, as may have rendered or shall hereafter render important servicesto Our Empire.
Equal recognition was to be given for services rendered in the UK and overseas. Today, the majority of
recipients are UK citizens, though a number of Commonwealth realms outside the UK continue to make
appointments to the order. Honorary awards may be made to citizens of other nations of which the order's
sovereign is not the head of state.
