(Italian: [?d?anni ver?sa?t?e]), usually referred to as Versace ( v?r-SAH-chay), is an
Italian luxury elite fashion company founded by Gianni Versace in 1978. The company produces Italian-
made ready-to-wear and accessories, as well as haute couture under its Atelier Versace brand and licenses its
name and branding to Luxottica for eyewear. Gianni Versace being a native of Calabria, in the ancient
Magna Graecia (Greater Greece), the company logo is inspired by Medusa, a figure from Greek mythology.

The brand was founded in 1978 by Gianni Versace and run after his death by his family: his brother Santo
Versace and sister Donatella Versace while Donatella's daughter, Allegra Versace Beck, became the
controlling shareholder having inherited her uncle Gianni's share. Her brother Daniel inherited much of his
uncle's art collection.

In September 2018, the company was sold to the Michael Kors group Michael Kors Limited and in January
2019, Gianni Versace S.r.l. became part of the Capri Holdings Limited group for $2.12 billion, creating a
new luxury group together with Michael Kors and Jimmy Choo, keeping Donatella Versace as head of
creative design.

In March 2025, Versace announced the appointment of Dario Vitale formerly of Miu Miu to the post of
creative director. Donatella Versace moved to the role of Chief Brand Ambassador, and will focus on
philanthropic endeavors.
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Giovanni Maria "Gianni" Versace (Italian: [d?o?vanni ma?ri?a ?d?anni ver?sa?t?e]; 2 December 1946 – 15
July 1997) was an Italian fashion designer, socialite and businessman. He was the founder of Versace, an
international luxury-fashion house that produces accessories, fragrances, make-up, home furnishings and
clothes. He also designed costumes for theatre and films. As a friend of Eric Clapton, Princess Diana,
Whitney Houston, Naomi Campbell, Kate Moss, Madonna, Elton John, Tupac Shakur, Joan Collins and
many other celebrities, he was one of the first designers to link fashion to the music world. He and his partner
Antonio D'Amico were regulars on the international party scene. The place where he was born and raised,
Reggio di Calabria, greatly influenced his career.

On 15 July 1997, he was murdered outside his Miami Beach mansion, Casa Casuarina, by serial killer
Andrew Cunanan.
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Donatella Francesca Versace (Italian: [dona?t?lla fran?t?eska ver?sa?t?e]; born 2 May 1955), sometimes
simply referred to mononymously as Donatella, is an Italian fashion designer, businesswoman, socialite, and
model. She is the sister of Gianni Versace, founder of the luxury fashion company Versace, with whom she



worked closely on the development of the brand and in particular its combining of Italian luxury with pop
culture and celebrity.

Upon Gianni's death in 1997, she inherited a portion of the Versace brand and became its creative director.
She is currently the brand's chief brand ambassador. Along with her brother Gianni, she is widely credited for
the supermodel phenomenon of the 1990s by casting editorial models on the runway.
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The second season of American Crime Story, titled The Assassination of Gianni Versace, examines the July
1997 assassination of legendary fashion designer Gianni Versace by sociopathic spree killer Andrew
Cunanan. It is based on Maureen Orth's book Vulgar Favors: Andrew Cunanan, Gianni Versace, and the
Largest Failed Manhunt in U.S. History, and was developed by Tom Rob Smith, after the departure of series
creators Scott Alexander and Larry Karaszewski.

Cable network FX confirmed in October 2016 a season about Versace's murder, which would be the series'
third, following an installment about Hurricane Katrina. The story about Katrina was eventually cancelled
and The Assassination of Gianni Versace took over as second season, with filming taking place from May to
November 2017. Comprising nine episodes, it was broadcast between January 17 and March 21, 2018. The
ensemble cast includes Édgar Ramírez, Darren Criss, Ricky Martin, and Penélope Cruz.

The Assassination of Gianni Versace received positive reviews from critics, with praise for most of the
performances (particularly from Criss). Among its awards, the season won the GLAAD Media Award for
Outstanding TV Movie or Limited Series, due to its treatment of LGBT characters and themes. It also won
seven Emmy Awards, two Golden Globe Awards, three Satellite Awards, and two Critics' Choice Television
Awards. Criss won six out of nine nominations for his performance in the season.
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Versace is an Italian fashion label.
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Jahlil Gunter (born January 24, 1998), known professionally as Jay Versace, is an American record producer
and former Internet personality. He began posting comedy videos onto Vine as a teenager, and amassed over
three million followers on the platform before shifting focus onto a career in music production in 2018. He
has since been credited on the Billboard 200-number one albums SOS (2022) by SZA and Call Me If You
Get Lost (2021) by Tyler, the Creator—both of which also won Grammy Awards. His other work includes
songs for Doja Cat, Lil Yachty, Boldy James, and Westside Gunn.
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Allegra Versace Beck (Italian pronunciation: [al?le??ra ver?sa?t?e ?b?k]; born 30 June 1986), commonly
known as Allegra Versace, is an Italian-American heiress and socialite. Since 2011, Allegra has been a
director of Gianni Versace S.p.A. and has worked in New York City as a theatrical dresser.

Based on the 2010 biography House of Versace: The Untold Story of Genius, Murder,
and Survival by Deborah Ball, it depicts real-life events of the Versace family, and particularly designer
Donatella Versace inheriting the Versace fashion house following the murder of her brother Gianni.

The film premiered on Lifetime on October 5, 2013 and received 1.975 million viewers.
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Andrew Phillip Cunanan (August 31, 1969 – July 23, 1997) was an American serial killer who murdered five
people over three months from April 27 to July 15, 1997. His victims include Italian fashion designer Gianni
Versace and Chicago real estate developer Lee Miglin. Cunanan died by suicide on July 23, 1997, eight days
after murdering Versace.
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American Crime Story is an American biographical crime drama anthology television series developed by
Scott Alexander and Larry Karaszewski, who are also executive producers, alongside Brad Falchuk, Nina
Jacobson, Ryan Murphy, and Brad Simpson. The series is the second installment in the American Story
media franchise, following American Horror Story. Each season is presented as a self-contained miniseries
and is independent of the events in other seasons. Alexander and Karaszewski did not return after the first
season, but retain executive-producer credits. In the United States, the series is broadcast on FX. In January
2023, the series was renewed for a fourth season.

The first season, subtitled The People v. O. J. Simpson, chronicled the murder trial of O. J. Simpson, and was
based on the book The Run of His Life: The People v. O. J. Simpson by Jeffrey Toobin. It premiered on
February 2, 2016. The second season, subtitled The Assassination of Gianni Versace, chronicled the murder
of designer Gianni Versace by spree-killer Andrew Cunanan, and was based on the book Vulgar Favors by
Maureen Orth. It premiered on January 17, 2018, and concluded on March 21, 2018. The third season,
subtitled Impeachment, chronicles the Clinton–Lewinsky scandal, and is based on the book A Vast
Conspiracy: The Real Story of the Sex Scandal That Nearly Brought Down a President, also by Toobin. It
premiered on September 7, 2021.

By August 2021, a potential fourth season, tentatively titled Studio 54, which would focus on the rise and fall
of Studio 54 owners Steve Rubell and Ian Schrager, was in development; however, in September 2024,
executive producer Brad Simpson stated there are no developments in the production of the season.
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
